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Now that I'm in my seventies and having grown up LDS with 
multi-generational LDS family lines on both sides, I can say I 
have served faithfully all my life in many callings, leadership 
positions, and a full-time mission to France. I have always been 
the go-to person, sometimes the only one showing up for 
assignments. I have a good knowledge of the scriptures, the 
gospel, and teachings of the church. I also consider myself 
among the most faithful in keeping the commandments. I only 
say this to emphasize that I am not a weak or disgruntled 
member looking for excuses to find fault. I have always been 
able to vigorously defend, rationalize, and explain, or at least 
"put on a shelf", the difficult parts of church historyτlike 
polygamyτbecause of a strong testimony in the Book of 
Mormon, Joseph Smith, and the restoration. You might say LΩǾŜ 
been a classic TBM (True Blue/Believing Mormon) all my life. 
 
At the same time, IΩve always been one to think critically and  
challenge the status quo. And so, my interest in Church history 
has led me to many eye-opening discoveries. Things we were 
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never taught in Sunday School. And along the way I realized I 
was being led. And fortunately, it is now much easier, thanks to 
the internet, to access journals, books, letters, diaries, and 
documents such as those in the Joseph Smith Papers (JSP) 
project. There are also speeches given by Brigham Young 
recorded in a unique shorthand by a certain scribe that were 
only decoded in 2011. So, itΩs now possible to discover a more 
accurate history. It only requires a little open-mindedness. 
 
So now I invite you to go on a journey with me to discover if the

research, the conclusions are inescapable. Some of what IΩve 
found affirms what we hold dear. But some of it changes 
everything. And if you stay with me till the endΣ LΩƭƭ ǎƘƻǿ ȅƻǳ 
why it matters now more than ever.

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I have also read numerous books written by pioneers and early 
residents of Utah. Some are listed at the end of this essay. I 
have invested thousands of hours in researching.  
 

 
 

But I am not alone in this effort. There has been a general 
awakening with many others coming to the same conclusions. 
And they too are among the most faithful of the Latter-Day 
Saints. However, not everyone has the time to invest in this 
time-consuming research. So, I hope this synopsis will help 
those who don't have the time or motivation to do so. 
 
My intent is to help rebuild the faith many have lost in Joseph 
Smith, the Restoration, the Book of Mormon, and even God, 
due to not having a complete understanding of difficult church 
history, like polygamy, that is only exacerbated by the Church 
today through its release of "Saints ς The Standard of Truth" 
(See Volume 1 here) and its online essays which paint Joseph in 
a negative light. There are reportedly large numbers leaving the

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Church. Especially after the Church's response to Covid and its 
closing of churches and temples, its requirements to mask, to 
be "good global citizens", to follow directives of the CDC, the 
WHO, the United Nations, and its strong recommendation to 
take the vaccines that turned out to be deadly but were initially 
proclaimed to be a "Godsend" and were imposed upon BYU 
students and missionaries. These problems make more sense 
when viewed through the lens that IΩm about to provide. 
 
But iǘΩǎ unfortunate that so many who have experienced rude 
and hurtful awakenings turned to aggressive attacks against the 
church. Like John Dehlin and his Mormon Stories podcast. And 
many other podcasters and their fans who likewise take such 
glee in tearing down what they once believed in. Most of them 
no longer believe in God or the Bible. For me, this kind of ruins 
their credibility, especially in targeting just the Mormon church.

So, to be clear, I absolutely do believe Joseph Smith is a true 
prophet called of God. He translated the Book of Mormon from 
gold plates and restored many gospel truths. I also believe we

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should not have to put difficult things on a shelf. Like Joseph, 
we have the right and the responsibility to turn to God and not 
man for answers. A personal relationship with Christ is 
paramount. We should listen to prophets but take what they 
say to God for verification and not blindly follow them. We 
must remember that all men are fallible and that it is idolatry to 
put anything or anyone before God.

Most LDS feel a sense of security simply from membership in 
the "one true church", but especially in proportion to their 
active participation in it. This leads to the feeling that "all is well 
in Zion", when all is far from well.

Following the death of Joseph Smith (at the age of 38) on June 
27, 1844, the "Ruling Party" of the LDS Church was Brigham 
Young. He was an autocratic, self-described dictator. He said he

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History of the Church states in its Preface that it was entirely 
written under the strict inspection and approval of Brigham 
Young:

Although not published until 1902 (58 years after Joseph was 
murdered!), many of the writings and revisions took place 
within months. It was a peculiarly urgent undertaking, 
especially considering all the other pressures the Saints were 
under at that time. True history is recorded as it happensτnot 
after careful revision by anyone, especially the one(s) with the 
most to gain, and then hyperbolically proclaiming it as: the 
most correct, strictly correct, bearing testimony that is true, 
and the most authentic ever written.... All these unnecessarily 
over-the-top claims only cast doubt and raise suspicion as to its 
authenticity.  
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This level of revision extends to nearly all records in church 
archives. It was very extensive, thorough, and careful. It's found 
everywhere you look in LDS history. Their own minutes from 
meetings to revise the historical records state that this is what 
they were doing. And the records themselves show the 
revisions, additions, erasures, cross-outs, different handwriting, 
different ink, blank spaces, inserted pages, and whole rewrites 
of journals. It's likely that some records were destroyed 
altogether if they didn't support the Brighamite narrative.  
 
And many records are suspiciously locked away in church 
archives. Others are restricted to very limited access to only a 
few trusted insiders. What does this say about transparency 
and motives of the church? Even records kept for Joseph while 
he was alive were subject to modification since Joseph always 
employed scribes to record his daily activities and those scribes 
were often controlled by and answered to either Brigham 
Young or Heber Kimball. Once Joseph was dead and unable to 
defend himself, they could say anything they wanted.  
 
And they did. 
 
To better understand what led up to Joseph's death and what 
happened after, it is helpful to review certain events in church 
history that are not well known. Much of what I will now 
present is from our own scriptures and is quite plain. However, 
either due to general unfamiliarity them, or too much 
dependance on the church to spoon feed us what they want us 
to know (or not know), much of this will probably seem new.

In 1832 the Lord explained (in D&C 84:23-27) how Moses tried 
and failed to "sanctify his people that they might behold the face 
of God.... But they hardened their hearts and could not endure his 
presence; therefore, the Lord in his wrath, for his anger was kindled 
against them, swore that they should not enter into his rest while in 
the wilderness, which rest is the fulness of his glory. Therefore, he 
took Moses out of their midst, and the Holy Priesthood also". 
 
Then in verses 54-59, the Lord tells the Saints that they are 
under the same condemnation. That their "vanity and unbelief 
have brought the whole church under condemnation. And this 
condemnation resteth upon the children of Zion, even all... And 
they shall remain under this condemnation until they repent and 

remember the new covenant", which is they must enter into His 
rest (the fulness of His glory) by humbling themselves with a 
broken heart and contrite spirit and receive the baptism of fire 
and the Holy Ghost. This condemnation happened in 1832, just 
two years after the Church was officially organized. The rest of 
Section 84 details what they needed to do to repent. "Otherwise 
there remaineth a scourge and judgment to be poured out upon the 
children of Zion". 
 
As with the children of Israel, this condemnation was never 
lifted (as confirmed by Presidents Benson and Nelson) because 
the Saints never succeeded in entering into the rest or presence 
of the Lord through the new covenant and becoming a Zion 
people. So, just as with Israel, the higher priesthood was 
removed from them. And Joseph was removed, just like Moses.

The Church was formally organized in 1830 as "The Church of 
ChristΦέ But most members today are unaware that as part of 
the condemnation of the Church, Christ removed His 
name from it. This was done in 1834 at a special conference. 
The name was changed by unanimous vote to "The Church of 
the Latter Day Saints".

Both the Kirtland Chapel and the 1835 Doctrine and Covenants 
bore the name of "The Church of the Latter Day Saints": 
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This name change was no small thing. The name of the church 
matters. Remember when Christ visited the Nephites how the 
disciples asked Him what the church should be called: 
 

3 Nephi 27:3 And they said unto him: Lord, we will that thou 
wouldst tell us the name whereby we shall call this church; for 
there are disputations among the people concerning this 
matter. 4 And the Lord said unto them: Verily, verily, I say unto 
you, why is it that the people should murmur and dispute 
because of this thing?5 Have they not read the scriptures, 
which say ye must take upon you the name of Christ, which is 
my name? For by this name shall ye be called at the last day; 6 
And whoso taketh upon him my name, and endureth to the 
end, the same shall be saved at the last day. 7 Therefore, 
whatsoever ye shall do, ye shall do it in my name; therefore ye 
shall call the church in my name; and ye shall call upon the 
Father in my name that he will bless the church for my sake. 8 
And how be it my church save it be called in my name? For if a

it be called in the name of a man then it be the church of a 
man; but if it be called in my name then it is my church, if it so 
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be that they are built upon my gospel.... 10 And if it so be 
that the church is built upon my gospel then will the Father 
show forth his own works in it. 11 But if it be not built upon my 
gospel, and is built upon the works of men, or upon the works 
of the devil, verily I say unto you they have joy in their works 
for a season, and by and by the end cometh, and they are 
hewn down and cast into the fire, from whence there is no 
return." 

 
So, the church became the Church of the Latter Day Saints, not 
the Church of Christ. As we shall soon see, this is because the 
church had become infected by άthe works of menέ who would 
άhave joy in their works for a seasonΦέ The full weight of the 
meaning of this name change was probably not understood by 
many, and likely not known by the majority since it was difficult 
to communicate throughout all the territories where saints 
resided. So, although the legal name of the church became the 
Church of the Latter Day Saints, some still referred to it as The 
Church of Christ. Section 115 does say the church would be 
called The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. But as 
with other additions to the D&C, ǘƘŜǊŜΩǎ ƴƻ ŘƻŎǳƳŜƴǘŀǘƛƻƴ ŦƻǊ 
this revelation, and no church vote on it. In any case, it did 
become the legal name under Brigham Young in Utah.  
 
But ǿƘŜǘƘŜǊ ƛǘΩǎ prefaced simply as άThe /ƘǳǊŎƘέ ƻǊ the likely 
unauthorized change back to άThe Church of Jesus /ƘǊƛǎǘέ, it is 
ǎǘƛƭƭ άhC THE LATTER-DAY {!Lb¢{έ, who, unfortunately, are still 
under condemnation. This ongoing status, as noted, has been 
tacitly acknowledged by presidents Benson and Nelson.  
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CǊƻƳ /ƻƴŘŜƳƴŜŘ ǘƻ wŜƧŜŎǘŜŘ 
While in their condemned state, the Lord gave the Saints one 
last chance in 1841 to avoid being formally "rejected as a 

church" and to "recover what they had lost" [the higher 
priesthood] if they would build a House to Him within a set 
timeframe AND then "do what he says" (Sanctify themselves and 
enter into His presence through the new covenant by receiving 
the baptism of fire and the Holy Ghost). Otherwise, they would 
be "rejected as a church" and "unable to perform baptisms for the 

dead" because the higher priesthood would "not again" be 
restored. Rather, they would be subject to cursings until the 

third and fourth generations.  
 
Note that Spencer Kimball, a grandson of Heber Kimball, is 2nd 
gen. So, we have now reached and surpassed the third and 
fourth generations from Joseph. Is this why many of us are only 
now being awakened and led to a greater understanding of 
these things that should have been plain to us before?  
 

Section 124: 
28 For there is not a place found on earth that he may come to 
and restore again that which was lost unto you, or which he 
hath taken away, even the fulness of the priesthood.... 31 
But I command you, all ye my saints, to build a house unto me; 
and I grant unto you a sufficient time to build a house unto 
me; and during this time your baptisms shall be acceptable 
unto me. 32 But behold, at the end of this appointment your 
baptisms for your dead shall not be acceptable unto me; and if 
you do not these things at the end of the appointment ye 
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shall be rejected as a church, with your dead, saith the Lord 
your God. 33 For verily I say unto you, that after you have 
had sufficient time to build a house to me, wherein the 
ordinance of baptizing for the dead belongeth, and for which 
the same was instituted from before the foundation of the 
world, your baptisms for your dead cannot be acceptable unto 
me; 34 For therein are the keys of the holy priesthood 
ordained, that you may receive honor and glory. 35 And after 
this time, your baptisms for the dead, by those who are 
scattered abroad, are not acceptable unto me, saith the 
Lord.... 38 For, for this cause I commanded Moses that he 
should build a tabernacle, that they should bear it with them 
in the wilderness, and to build a house in the land of promise, 
that those ordinances might be revealed which had been hid 
from before the world was.... 45 And if my people will hearken 
unto my voice, and unto the voice of my servants whom I have 
appointed to lead my people, behold, verily I say unto you, 
they shall not be moved out of their place. 46 But if they will 
not hearken to my voice, nor unto the voice of these men 
whom I have appointed, they shall not be blest, because they 
pollute mine holy grounds, and mine holy ordinances, and 
charters, and my holy words which I give unto them. 47 And it 
shall come to pass that [even] if you build a house unto my 
name, and do not do the things that I say, I will not perform 
the oath which I make unto you, neither fulfil the promises 
which ye expect at my hands, saith the Lord. 48 For instead of 
blessings, ye, by your own works, bring cursings, wrath, 
indignation, and judgments upon your own heads, by your 
follies, and by all your abominations, which you practice 
before me, saith the Lord.... 50 ...I will visit upon the heads of 
those who hindered my work, unto the third and fourth 
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generation, so long as they repent not, and hate me, saith the 
Lord God. 

 
The Nauvoo House was still not completed 3-1/2 years later in 
1844 when Joseph was removed (murdered). And it was never 
completed even after that despite a rushed and lame attempt 
to avoid rejection before Brigham and company were άmoved 
out of their placeέ and forced to leave Nauvoo.

The following extract from an address given by Lyman White 
(one of the few who remained faithful to Joseph) written in 
December 1851, confirms their understanding that the Church 
was rejected:

So, the church was rejected, the higher priesthood was not 
again restored, Joseph, its head was removed, and the Saints 
never succeeded thereafter in becoming a Zion people. We still 
ƘŀǾŜƴΩǘ entered into the Lord's presence through the new 
covenant by submitting a broken heart and contrite spirit and 
receiving the baptism of fire and the Holy Ghost like the people 
of King Benjamin or the followers of Alma at the waters of 
Mormon, or the church in Acts 2. 
 
Christ also told the Nephites that we, the LDS who would have 
the Book of Mormon, would reject the fullness of His Gospel:  
 

3 Nephi 16:10, 
And thus commandeth the Father that I should say unto you: 
At that day when the [LDS] Gentiles shall sin against my 
gospel, and shall reject the fulness of my gospel, and shall be 
lifted up in the pride of their hearts above all nations, and 
above all the people of the whole earth, and shall be filled 
with all manner of lyings, and of deceits, and of mischiefs, and 
all manner of hypocrisy, and murders, and priestcrafts, and 
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whoredoms, and of secret abominations; and if they shall do 
all those things, and shall reject the fulness of my gospel, 
behold, saith the Father, I will bring the fulness of my gospel 
from among them. 

 
Perhaps you think we ŘƻƴΩǘ άdo all those thingsΦέ But BrighamΩǎ 
inner circle did. And we will soon learn that there is a hidden 
faction which still does. And failing to acknowledge and expose 
them makes us complicit.

Another evidence of our continued condemned and rejected 
status is that we have still not received the sealed portion of 
the Book of Mormon:

The book shall be sealed; and in the book shall be a revelation 
from God, from the beginning of the world to the ending 
thereof... the things which are sealed shall not be delivered in 
the day of the wickedness and abominations of the people. 
Wherefore the book shall be kept from them. 

 
Them in this verse, means us. The brother of Jared was also 
required to seal up his records for the same reason:

"For the Lord said unto me: [the sealed plates] shall not go 
forth unto the Gentiles until the day that they shall repent of 
their iniquity, and become clean before the Lord....

D&C 13:1 Upon you my fellow servants, in the name of 
Messiah I confer the Priesthood of Aaron, which holds the keys 
of the ministering of angels, and of the gospel of repentance, 
and of baptism by immersion for the remission of sins; and this 
shall never be taken again from the earth, until the sons of 
Levi do offer again an offering unto the Lord in righteousness. 

 
But wasn't the Nauvoo House finished άenoughέ to where they 
started doing endowments in it after the death of Joseph? It 
was far from finished. Also, consider the following in reference 
to the Kirtland Chapel to see what God meant by "finished": 
 

D&C 115:12 Thus let them from that time forth labor diligently 
until it shall be finished, from the corner stone thereof unto 
the top thereof, until there shall not anything remain that is 
not finished. 

 
In fact, knowing that the Church Joseph started was rejected 
for not completing the Nauvoo House, Brigham purposefully 
also left the St. George and subsequent temples unfinished 
stating:

The failure of the church was also revealed in the parable called 
the Redemption of Zion in D&C 101:43-62. In verses 44-54 the 
Lord sends servants (apostles and missionaries) to plant trees 
(establish branches in his church), to build a hedge of 
protection around it (of faithful leaders and shepherds), and to 
build a tower (wherein all can ascend to God under the new 
covenant). However, the servants reason among themselves 
and decide it is not worth the money or effort to build the 
tower, and the watchmen on the hedge fall asleep allowing the 
enemy to come in and destroy the Church (as established by 
Joseph). 
 
The parable then continues in a future time in verses 55-62, 
where the Lord again calls a servant (identified in D&C 103:21 
as Joseph Smith) to redeem and reclaim Zion "the land of my 

vineyard" (those properties in Jackson County Missouri 
purchased for the New Jerusalem temple), and to lead Zion (the 
people) in exodus from [Spiritual] Babylon, just as Moses led 
the Israelites in an exodus from Egypt to the promised land. 
Verse 62, "and after many days all things were fulfilledΦέ  
 
This redemption of Zion has clearly not yet taken place. It 
would only be, as this parable says, "after many days" that "all 

things were fulfilled" (a future time). This implies that Joseph

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Smith must return to finish what he started and lead an exodus 
(from spiritual Babylon) to establish Zion. 
 
And note that the gathering place is still Jackson Countyτnot 
the deserts of Salt Lake City and Utah which fulfilled the curse 
of them being άƳƻǾŜŘ ƻǳǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜƛǊ ǇƭŀŎŜέΦ 
 

D&C 101:20 "And, behold, there is none other place appointed 
than that which I have appointed; neither shall there be any 
other place appointed than that which I have appointed, for 
the work of the gathering of my saintsτ" 
 
Jeremiah 17: 5, Thus saith the Lord; Cursed be the man that 
trusteth in man, and maketh flesh his arm, and whose heart 
departeth from the Lord. 6 For he shall be like the heath in 
the desert, and shall not see when good cometh; but shall 
inhabit the parched places in the wilderness, in a salt land and 
not inhabited.

Zion is also a place. Similarly, a church can be either a people or 
an institution. Scriptural references to the church of Christ are 
of the former. Therefore, the true church of Christ is made up 
of those who are true believers in Christ regardless of affiliation

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with a particular denomination. There are over 40,000 Christian 
denominations or institutional religions in the world today 
(including more than 100 that trace their origins to Joseph 
Smith), all nuanced by the precepts of men. If Joseph were to 
ask again today which of them is true, the answer would be the 
same as in 1820... None of them! 
 

D&C 10:67 Behold, this is my doctrineτwhosoever repenteth 
and cometh unto me, the same is my church. 68 Whosoever 
declareth more or less than this, the same is not of me, but is 
against me; therefore he is not of my church. 
 
3 Nephi 11 
38 And again I say unto you, ye must repent, and be baptized 
in my name, and become as a little child, or ye can in nowise 
inherit the kingdom of God. 39 Verily, verily, I say unto you, 
that this is my doctrine, and whoso buildeth upon this 
buildeth upon my rock, and the gates of hell shall not prevail 
against them. 40 And whoso shall declare more or less than 
this, and establish it for my doctrine, the same cometh of evil, 
and is not built upon my rock; but he buildeth upon a sandy 
foundation, and the gates of hell stand open to receive such 
when the floods come and the winds beat upon them. 

 
Although Joseph Smith succeeded in bringing forth the Book of 
Mormon and thereby laying the foundation of the restoration, 
he failed to establish a Zion society just like Moses did. How did 
this happen? The church was infiltrated and corrupted almost 
from the beginning. This should not be surprising.

Joseph was attacked from the moment of the first vision. Satan 

brought all his forces to bear. Most of the early servants were 

either quickly corrupted or were Judases from the beginning. 

Nearly all initially involved were young and vulnerable. Most 

were in their twenties or thirties. From Oliver Cowdery to the 

three witnesses, the first wave of servants quickly fell. Then 

Satan introduced secret combinations in the second wave led 

by Brigham Young, Heber Kimball, Willard Richards, John 

Taylor, and others. There was a rapid turnover among them. 

Eight of the original Twelve apostles were excommunicated. 

The ones who remained were the core adopters of polygamy. 

They chose replacements with similar inclinations who were 

either deceived or willing participants in {ŀǘŀƴΩǎ schemes.

Joseph survived 15 years after organizing the church. But it was 

infiltrated from the outset, condemned within two years, then 

rejected and he was removed. This may sound outrageous, but 

it is the established pattern throughout the scriptures. True 

prophets and messengers are persecuted and killed, while the 
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corrupt ones survive and thrive through secret combinations. 

They have joy in their works for a season but then the end 

comes. This essay will attempt to expose all this.

When Joseph and Hyrum Smith were murdered (along with 
their brother Samuel Smith just weeks later by poisoning), 
many wondered if the church Joseph founded would be able to 
survive without him or at least a lineal successor. Of course, 
most of them desperately wanted to believe, just as we do 
today, that God would not allow the church that Joseph had 
helped restore to remain rejected and without a prophet.  
But if God intended for it to continue completely intact, why 
didn't He just protect Joseph, Hyrum, and Samuel, and remove 
Brigham, Heber, and others who were corrupting it? ¢Ƙƛǎ ƛǎƴΩǘ 
how God works. We have free agency. He allows the wicked to 
persecute the righteous in order to condemn them. And it 
wasn't just Brigham and a few others who the Lord 
condemned. There were many in the body of the Saints who 
were deceived and willingly led by a man who dictated his own 
fleshly precepts rather than develop their own relationship with 
Christ. They were therefore vulnerable to BrighamΩs lies and 
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were deceived by him. So, God did not intervene. He allowed 
Joseph to be taken. He did not anoint another prophet in his 
place. He gave the people what they wanted. Brigham Young.  
 

 
 

But before Brigham pulled off his heist, there was a succession 
crisis. Because there wasn't anyone who stood out as the 
obvious successor. Rather, there were many who stepped 
forward claiming some right or ability to lead the church. ¢ƘŀǘΩǎ 
why it was called the succession crisis of 1844 (Wikipedia) 
which led to many splinter groups forming.

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As part of their plan to takeover, they began calling Joseph a 
fallen prophet behind his back. They said he could no longer 
receive revelations as at first. Although this was a consequence 
of the church being rejected, they tried to use it as part of their 
justification to take over the churchτall while they themselves 
were secretly practicing spiritual wifery (the early term for 
polygamy), which was really fornication and adultery. And they 
convinced many of the Saints to do likewise. They did this 
under the protection of secret blood oaths.

But many of us only know about Sidney Rigdon debating 
Brigham Young a month after the martyrdom to decide who 
would succeed Josephτand that Brigham won. (As if this were 
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how God would go about calling the next prophet.) However, 
many of the Saints believed that Joseph had designated his 11-
year-old son, Joseph III, to be his lineal successor. So, the 
debate was actually over who would act as "temporary 
custodian" of the Church until young Joseph III came of age. In 
the debate, Brigham shrewdly (though wrongly) argued that 
the Twelve (with him as head of the Twelve) had more 
authority collectively than any one individual, like Sidney, to act 
in the capacity of custodian. So, that is what they voted on. No 
one thought at the time that Brigham Young intended to 
permanently take over and be president himself. 
 
Lǘ ǿŀǎƴΩǘ ǳƴǘƛƭ three and a half years after the twelve assumed 
control of the church as its "temporary custodian" that Brigham 
returned to Winter Quarters (while most of his followers and 
several apostles were out west) and had himself nominated 
and then voted President of his now stolen Church. Orson Hyde 
later reminisced about this at the October 1860 conference:

Because of this, they were looking for ways to bolster .ǊƛƎƘŀƳΩǎ 
claim of succession. One way was surfacing a story years later 
claiming that when Brigham debated Sydney, his visage

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And although Brigham initially acknowledged young Joseph III's 
lineal right, privately he vowed neither Joseph III nor any of his 
younger brothers (Frederick, Alexander, or David), nor any 
other Smith would ever lead the church. Before long he was 
saying this publicly. For example, on November 4, 1860, at Fort 
Ephraim Utah, Brigham complained in a discourse, that άold 
aƻǊƳƻƴǎέ were missing the revelations of Joseph and still 
expecting Joseph III ("young Joseph") to assume his rightful role 
as prophet and head of the church:

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At the time of the debate, Sidney Rigdon had a stronger claim 
since he was the only remaining counselor in the First 
Presidency. This is because William Law, the Second Counselor, 
had just been excommunicated by Joseph only a couple of 
months before (for spiritual wifery!) He and his brother Wilson 
Law became his bitter enemies and they started the Nauvoo 
Expositor to defame him. 
 

[Note: By 1844, Joseph had very few friends left. Almost all had 
turned against him, including the Twelve and many others 
whose names we have only heard mentioned in the most 
positive light in church history despite them not remaining 
faithful to Joseph. Remember that even the three witnesses: 
Oliver Cowdery, Martin Harris, and David Whitmer, and 
previous stalwarts like John C Bennett his former first counselor 
and Co-President, and now William Law his second counselor 
and many other early friends had turned against him.]

But there were many others besides Sidney who had various 
claims to succeed Jospeh. Emma strongly believed that William 
Marks, as President of the Nauvoo High Council and the 
Nauvoo Stake, had the right to lead the church both because of 
comments Joseph had made to her and because of the outline 
of church government in D&C 107. Whereas the Twelve did not 
have any right because they, along with the quorum of the 
Seventy, were assigned as traveling missionaries and they were 
specifically told by Joseph that they had no authority to 
administer in the affairs of the church where stakes were 
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established. They only had authority to establish branches in 
the mission field. It was the quorums of the First Presidency 
and the High Council that were tasked with administering the 
church. (See D&C 107.)  
 
Although there were these clear distinctions in responsibilities, 
each of the four quorums had equal voting rights when it came 
to settling matters between the quorums or issues raised that 
could not be settled within a quorum. This was to maintain a 
balance of power. It was not hierarchical. No one quorum could 
exercise authority over another. Even the Prophet as a member 
of the Quorum of the First Presidency was subject to the 
decision of this "common council of the quorums." Matters 
affecting the whole church required all four quorums to reach 
unanimity followed by a vote of the whole church. This was 
known as the Law of Common Consent.  
 

aŀƧƻǊƛǘȅ ±ƻǘŜΚ 
But amid the succession crisis, the Twelve, in conspiring to take 
over the church, had no intention of following the rules. And 
although there were upwards of 30,000 members in total at the 
time Joseph was killed located throughout Europe and the 
Eastern and Mid Plains States, it was just a group of about 2000 
English and Scandinavian converts in Nauvoo (that Brigham and 
the Twelve had recently brought over) who voted to follow 
them. They were already loyal and biased towards those men 
who they were familiar with. Plus, Sidney had been slow to 
return to Nauvoo, and when he did, the Twelve strongly 
denounced him and threatened his life. So, he made only a 
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weak appeal to his right. But there were just as many in Nauvoo 
(including Emma and the remaining Smiths), not to mention the 
majority who lived elsewhere, that did not follow Brigham. 
 
However, Brigham Young, as head of the Twelve apostles, had 
control of the missionaries, who, as they traveled about, 
encouraged existing and new converts going forward to join 
with the Brighamites. This, together with blatant intimidation 
of non-supporters, is the main reason Brigham succeeded over 
the others who tried to continue what Joseph started. 
 

[Note: However, as we shall see, Brigham had one other 
significant advantage. He and his co-conspirators were the only 
ones who were acting on a preconceived plan. Everyone else 
was reacting to an unforeseen situation since Joseph's death 
came as a complete surprise and shock to them. So, even 
potential successors with more valid claims were unprepared 
to mount any sort of cohesive succession campaign. Whereas 
Brigham's faction was already poised and well prepared to 
move in and take control of the church. They already had 
possession of most of the historical records, property titles, and 
finances.] 

 
When Joseph III came of age, he was denounced by Brigham for 
not having followed him out west and especially for not 
supporting polygamy. Brigham blamed this on his mother 
Emma, claiming she "kept him under her spellΦέ He also 
denounced Emma as being άthe most evil and wicked woman 
on earthέ for not having accepted polygamy. Joseph III 
eventually became president of the Reorganized Church of 
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Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints (RLDS) with encouragement 
from his mother Emma and the Smith family. Their main goal 
was to try and reorganize the church Joseph founded minus the 
polygamy and other novel and "pernicious" doctrines of the 
Brighamite church.

Each one of the many restoration branches claimed Joseph 
Smith as their founder along with the Book of Mormon. And 
each one thereby claimed to be the άone and onlyέ true church. 
We know children born into any particular religion naturally 
assume the belief of their parents. So, if you were born into one 
of the other restoration branches, RLDS for example, you would 
naturally claim it was the only true church despite being very 
familiar with the larger and more successful LDS church.  
 
However, the question must be asked: Is it possible that the 
church Joseph Smith founded did not truly survive his death 
and none of the succession branches can claim to be the one 
and only true church? And, given Christ's definition that His 
church is simply those that believe in Him and are baptized in 
His name, can we even say that any institutional church, 
regardless of how correct their doctrines and beliefs are, is the 
one true church? 
 
When Jesus gave final instructions to His apostles just before 
his crucifixion, it was to do one thing: preach the Gospel of 
repentance to all nations. He gave the same assignment to the 
twelve disciples He selected among the Nephites. He gave no 
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instructions on establishing an institutional church led by 
someone voted by his peers to be president. His church was 
simply any group of believers who came to Him in repentance;  
 

"where two or three are gathered together in my name... 
behold, there will I be in the midst of them."  

 
άYea, even he [Alma] commanded them that they should 
preach nothing save it were repentance and faith on the Lord, 
who had redeemed his people.έ όMosiah 18:20) 

 
Perhaps the reason why so many believed they were called by 
Joseph to lead the church following his death is likewise 
because he really had called on many (just as Jesus and Alma 
did) to take initiative wherever they were to teach the gospel of 
repentance. He didn't intend for any of them to be the "one" 
leader of an institutional church. That local congregations 
should have some organization with various offices makes 
perfect sense. But neither Joseph nor the apostles or disciples 
of Jesus attempted to centrally rule an institutional church.  
 
Christianity persisted following the death of Christ. And 
Joseph's restoration has likewise persisted following his death. 
Both imperfectly. And not because of any one leader. But 
rather despite the many individuals who have tried to be the 
one leader based on their own precepts. If those converted to 
Christ would look to Him only, and were able to hear His voice, 
there would be no need for one prophet/president to rule 
them all. Prophets are messengers. Christ alone is the one 
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shepherd. We are to hear from Him individually, not through a 
hierarchy of men imposing their precepts on us.

The original version of the Fourth Article of Faith as written by 
Joseph, declares:

This, of course, agrees with all scriptural references which 
define the Doctrine of Christτwhich is not to be added to or 
taken from. However, the Brighamite church made a subtle but

!ǎ ŀ ǊŜǎǳƭǘΣ many in the Church today believe that a temple 
recommend is their E-ticket into the celestial kingdom. It is 
earned by paying tithing to the church; following and sustaining 
the First Presidency and the Twelve as άprophets, seers, and

can pray to God, but we are supposed to get our answers from 
them and not Him. Yes, this is exactly what was said in a recent 
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email newsletter I received from the Church. Most of us haven't 
received the baptism of fire and the Holy Ghost which requires 
sincerely and earnestly offering up a broken heart and a 
contrite spirit. Instead, we are taught to simply follow the

If you blindly follow the precepts of men, and trust in their 
arms of flesh, and they lead you in the wrong direction, you will 
be held accountable. Some people argue that only the errant 
prophets will suffer consequences because you followed them 
in good faith. This is not true. Though the person leading you 
astray may incur greater penalties, you will be punished for 
your own choices. We must discern individually. 
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IƻǎǝƭŜ ¢ŀƪŜƻǾŜǊ 
Since the High Council had authority to administer over the 
established church and the Twelve did not, Brigham proceeded 
to eliminate them as competition by ordaining all existing 
priesthood holders in Nauvoo to the office of Seventy so they 
would be under control of the Twelve. Even though the Seventy 
as a quorum had equal voting authority with all the other 
quorums including the Twelve, they were functionally under 
the direction of the Twelve as missionaries.  

 

So, on September 29th, 1844, Brigham rearranged the existing 
Quorum of the Seventy which was then composed of seven 
presidents who each presided over 9 members (7x9=63 plus 7 
presidents equaled 70 total) by making those 63 members 
presidents, seven each for 9 new quorums. Together with the 
original 7 presidents, this made a total of ten Quorums of 
Seventy. Then on October 8, 1844, he started filling those now 
ten empty quorums of seven presidents each with all the lower 
priesthood holders that were in the Nauvoo Stake. On that 
single day, Brigham Young ordained more than 400 men to the 
office of Seventy. This included all Deacons, Teachers, Priests, 
and Elders (under the age of 35). The Seventy had suddenly 
become the most numerous office in the church, accounting for 
about 80% of Nauvoo's males who held priesthood office. This 
mass ordination to the office of Seventy under the assumed 
authority of Brigham Young removed them from the 
jurisdiction of the Stake High Council and placed them under 
Brigham Young and the Twelve. So, almost no one was left 
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under the Stake High Council in Nauvoo to challenge his 
authority. Everyone was now in the new Quorums of Seventy 
that were ostensibly under the Twelve's jurisdiction. It was a 
blatant coup ŘΩŜǘŀǘΦ 

 

By the time of the exodus from Nauvoo in February 1846, 
Brigham Young had filled thirty-five Quorums of Seventy 
(35x70=2450). This accounted for most of the males who 
received the endowment in the Nauvoo άTempleΦέ Nearly 
twenty-five hundred deacons, teachers, priests, and elders 
were transferred out of the jurisdiction of the Stake High 
Council.  

 

Now for the High Priests. On the same day he called eighty-five 
of Nauvoo's high priests to go abroad in all the congressional 
districts of the United States to preside over the branches of 
the church. He made them Branch Presidents. Although he also 
didn't have authority to do that, once done, they too assumed 
they were under his direction in the mission field. Three 
months later Brigham Young called another fifty High Priests as 
missionaries. He thereby reversed the roles of the apostles and 
stake leaders as established by Joseph, giving stake leaders the 
assignment of missionary while the apostles assumed 
leadership over the entire church.  

 

In this way Brigham Young completely circumvented the 
Nauvoo High Council, which only three years before had been 
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given the revealed designation in D&C 124:131, as "the 
cornerstone of Zion."

Although the LDS Church became the largest and most 
successful of the many splinter groups in the succession crisis, 
all of which claimed they were trying to continue what Joseph 
started, this does not make it the "one true churchΦέ It is not a 
continuation of the church Joseph established any more than 
the 1.3-billion-member Catholic church is a continuation of the 
church that Jesus started by them claiming Peter as their first 
pope.  
 
And Brigham did not truly succeed Joseph as the "second" 
president and prophet of the original restored church any more 
than Sidney Rigdon did with his followers (the Rigdonites), or 
James Strang with his (the Strangites), or Granville Hedrick (the 
Church of Christ or Hedrickites), or Lyman Wight (also the 
Church of Christ or Wightites), or Joseph III (the RLDS or 
Josephites), or William Smith and his followers, or any of the 
others. Also, size and success are more in line with corrupt 
worldly institutions than the small and humble remnant.  
 
Even if you can rationalize that the LDS church somehow 
survived despite BrighamΩs antics, consider that the Nephites, 
who did achieve a Zion Society after ChristΩs visit to them, 
gradually regressed and within 200 years again became 
prideful, built up many wealthy churches, and were once again 
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ruled by Lucifer and secret combinations. Here we are 200 
years after Joseph in the same boat. LǘΩǎ ŀƴ ƛƴŜǎŎŀǇŀōƭŜ ǇŀǘǘŜǊƴΦ 
 
In any case, Brigham was simply elected by his mostly European 
followers and should be known as the "first" president of his 
own personally styled church based on polygamy along with his 
many other novel and subsequently repudiated doctrinesτlike 
Adam God, Blood Atonement, blacks banned from priesthood, 
and support of slaveryτall contrary to scriptures and the 
teachings of Joseph. Further evidence that he considered it to 
be his church is that he required everyone coming to Utah to be 
rebaptized. Also, he and many other subsequent leaders have 
had numerous failed prophecies. So, why is it claimed that LDS 
prophets can't lead us astray?! 
 
In fact, as noted, it is more correct to say that the true church 
of Christ is not any denomination or institution, but simply 
those people who believe in Him and accept the new covenant 
by repenting and receiving the baptisms of water, and of fire 
and the Holy Ghost. Christ is the only gatekeeper to our 
salvation:

But unless we come to know 
Him personally and stop looking to an institutional church led 
by the precepts of men for our salvation, we will not be found 
among the five wise virgins who have their lamps filled with oil, 
which is His Spirit. The Spirit by which we know Him, and He 
knows us. 

Matt. 28:11 Afterward came also the other [LDS] virgins, 
saying, Lord, Lord, open to us. 12 But he answered and said, 
Verily I say unto you, I know you not. 
 
3 Nephi 14:22 Many will say to me in that day: Lord, Lord, 
have we not prophesied in thy name, and in thy name have 
cast out devils, and in thy name done many wonderful works?

Of course, Brigham and the other apostles and their followers 
knew the condemned and rejected status of the Church. But 
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they coveted the power and gain it afforded them and the 
ability to practice spiritual wifery (polygamy) under the false 
claim of it being authorized by God in a revelation to Joseph. 
Unwilling to lose all this, they had been scheming for some time 
to take over the church and had begun calling Joseph a fallen 
prophet behind his back. Towards the end, JoephΩs enemies 
openly labeled him a fallen prophet. And they knew shortly 
before orchestrating his murder that he was on to them and 
was about to take action to have them prosecuted and exΩd. 
They therefore had to move quickly to eliminate Joseph and his 
potential successors, Hyrum, and Samuel.

Tribune:

Those Joseph referenced sitting on the stand beside him were 
none other than Brigham Young, Heber Kimball, Willard 
Richards, John Taylor, and others of the Twelve. They were 
protecting their secret involvement in "spiritual wiferyΦέ As we 
will see, they were also involved in counterfeiting, robbery, 
murder, extortion, and other nefarious activities. It was a 
"Gadianton" style secret combination crime ring.

Brigham responded by excommunicating William and 
threatening his life. They were almost certainly plotting to take 
out William. But Brigham was doubtless reluctant to carry out 
this threat as the murder of a fourth brother (or fifth if we 
include Don Carlos as noted below) would have been too 
obvious. Brigham's fears were nonetheless justified as William 
claimed his lineal right to succeed Joseph, proclaimed himself 
President of the Church, and excommunicated Brigham and the 
Twelve. This action, of course, was not recognized by the 
Brighamites. 
 

[Note: Joseph's youngest brother, Don Carlos, died suspiciously 
in 1841. At that time, he was editor and publisher of the Times 
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and Seasons, and previously of the Messenger and Advocate, 
the Elders' Journal, the 1835 edition of the Doctrine and 
Covenants, and several editions of the Book of Mormon. Some 
believe he was poisoned so that those loyal to Brigham could 
take over the printing operations, both to control content and 
to use it for their counterfeiting activities, and probably to 
eliminate him as a future potential successorτmaking a total 
of 4 brothers murdered!]

Brigham greatly feared what Emma knew and what she might 
say. Before leaving Nauvoo, Brigham's henchmen began making 
veiled threats and effectively holding her hostage in her own 
home with guards outside under the pretense of protection 
against further "mob" violence. Emma described attempts to 
burn down her house:

It seems the motive was to destroy not only Emma as a witness 
against them and her boys as possible successors, but also the 
one document they had been unable to secure from her: the 
manuscript of Joseph Smith's Translation of the Bible (JST). 
Although Joseph had finished it eleven years earlier on July 2, 
1833, and was eager to get it printed, it never was before his 
death due to other priorities and a lack of funds. 
 
But just imagine what the Brighamites could have done in 
modifying it to further support polygamy or any other crazy 
doctrine they wanted! Not having control of it to do that, 
Brigham Young tried to memory hole it. Even after the RLDS 
church published it and made it available, the LDS church has 
still refused to do so. It is only referenced in footnotes.  
 
Perhaps another reason Brigham was so eager to get his hands 
on the JST manuscript is because it contained several 
corrections condemning King 5ŀǾƛŘΩǎ ǇƻƭȅƎŀƳȅ:

Right. Despite all the lengthy supporting content included in 
our "Quadέ, simple additions like the above would have burst 
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its seams? More likely they would have burst the seams of the

Brigham also ordered all copies of άThe History of Joseph 
Smithέ by his mother Lucy Mack Smith to be rounded up and 
destroyed. They later published a redacted version of it. After

Recent reexamination of forensic details indicates that Joseph 
and Hyrum could only have been shot by small caliber guns 
from inside the upper room at Carthage, not by muskets 
from outside the room through the 2nd story window from the 
ground down below (impossible angle) nor through the door 
from the hall/stairway (only two bullet holes). Also, it has been 
proven that 69 caliber musket balls would have done far more 
bodily damage.  
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Willard Richards and John Taylor were not under arrest but had 
volunteered to stay with Joseph and Hyrum. They were the only 
ones in the room besides Joseph and Hyrum. It is believed 
Hyrum and Willard had single shot handguns while Joseph and 
John Taylor had άpepperboxέ six-shooters. See "Who Killed

Pepperbox Six-shooter 

 
According to testimony, Joseph, upon hearing threats and/or 
the two shots coming from just outside the door or the 
stairway below, either stepped out or thrust his arm out the 
door and fired three shots wounding two of the six assailants. 
Evidence now indicates that while his attention was thus 
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focused, John Taylor moved on Hyrum coming from behind and 
placed his gun under Hyrum's chin. In the brief struggle, Hyrum 
likely used his only shot pointing backwards to wound Taylor in 
the leg while supposedly yelling to Joseph, άLΩm a dead man!Φέ 
Hyrum was then fatally shot under his chin on the right side 
with the bullet exiting on the left side of his nose (verified by 
the coronerΩǎ ŜȄŀƳƛƴŀǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǿƻǳƴŘǎ). The sound of those 
shots and possibly IȅǊǳƳΩǎ ƭŀǎǘ ŜȄŎƭŀƳŀǘƛƻƴ caused Joseph to 
turn back to the room where he exchanged his last three shots 
with Taylor, who was probably on the floor from his leg wound 
and trying to take cover under the bed. There Taylor was shot 
in the thigh and received a defensive wound in the hand, 
probably trying to block WƻǎŜǇƘΩǎ last shot.

Willard would 
have used his single shot on Joseph and possibly clubbed him 
over the head with his walking stick while pushing him out the 
window to the ground below. Willard weighed some 300 
pounds. Joseph landed on his face and was finished off by the

A recent discovery of an unaltered death mask of Hyrum clearly 
shows the smaller entry wound under the chin versus the larger 
exit wound in the nose as described by the coroner. The Church 
has tried to hide this by plastering over the entry wound in the 
chin on their copy of the death mask that theyΩve had on

So, the 
evidence, including the literal coverup (of the chin) by the 
Church, is very damning.

Besides being the most likely scenario based on forensic 
evidence and testimonies, this is also what others have seen in 
dreams and visions, including a great-grandson of John Taylor.  
 
Brigham already had an extensive group of henchmen following 
his orders. So, the so-called άmobέ was doubtless composed of 
them and other locals they had stirred up. Governor Ford was 
also in Nauvoo to investigate the charges of counterfeiting and 
other crimes being committed. Evidence indicates he facilitated 
the murders as he had been informed that Joseph was 
responsible for all the illegal activities. Why would WƻǎŜǇƘΩǎ 
supposed friends kill him? Because Brigham Young, Heber 
Kimball, Willard Richards, John Taylor, and others had secretly

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taken "spiritual" wives (meaning not legally married wives) and 
they were also involved in counterfeiting, embezzlement, 
extortion, and other criminal activities. They convinced women 
to participate in spiritual wifery by claiming that Joseph had 
authorized them in this secret practice and was involved in it 
himself. Joseph had been informed of at least some of this, 
especially the spiritual wifery for which he was blamed. He had 
therefore instructed William Marks as President of both the 
Nauvoo High Council and the Nauvoo Stake, just two weeks 
before his murder, to bring charges against them:

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Besides needing to protect themselves from having their crimes 
exposed and having to give up their adulterous relationships, 
Brigham and his followers were also jealous of Joseph's power 
and influence over thousands of converts, and the money, 
talents, and resources they brought with them. So, Brigham 
and Heber conspired to take over the Church, possibly as early 
as 1832. 
 
Although Brigham and Heber were certainly not acting alone, it 
appears that they were likely the principles. Not to give them 
too much credit, we can safely assume they were taking their 
orders from Lucifer. They were also the most careful to conceal 
their activities, always using hit men and dupes to carry out 
their crimes. They therefore arranged to be (or pretended to 
be) out of town when the murders took place as a convenient 
alibi. But there was at least one witness who claimed he saw 
Brigham around Nauvoo at the time. There is also a suspicious 
letter that Heber claims (in his journal) to have written to 
Joseph from Baltimore to augment their alibi that he and 
Brigham were there attending the Convention for Joseph's 
alleged U.S. Presidential bid. The official History of the Church 
claims it was written by both Kimball and Lyman Wight,

the first-person voice of Lyman Wight referencing Heber in the 
second person throughout. In other words, Heber wrote the 
letter pretending to be Lyman without his knowledge.  
Also, some evidence indicates that the whole presidential 
campaign narrative may have been more theoretical than an 
actual serious attempt at one. 
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So now, in addition to their other immoral and illegal activities, 
they had committed the more serious crime of murdering the 
prophet and his brothers and had even more to hide. One can 
only imagine how fearful they were of being found out. 
Especially since much of what they were doing was hard to 
keep secret. They were most afraid of the Smith family and 
anyone else loyal to them. So, they proceeded to clean up loose 
ends and prevent any claims to succession.

The Saints who followed Brigham were being pressured to 
leave Nauvoo and he had agreed with the authorities to do so 
by May of 1846. But they ended up leaving much sooner in 
February while it was still winter which resulted in extreme 
hardships for the Saints. This is because Brigham (and eight 
others including 4 apostles) were under federal indictment for 
counterfeiting. Brigham was trying to escape a federal warrant 
for his arrest!

Immediately following the murders, Brigham, Heber, Willard, 
and John Taylor (as owner of the printing press and 
counterfeiting plates and dies) were in a panic as to where to 
go to escape arrest for counterfeiting and to avoid being 
investigated for the murders of the Smiths. They also refused to 
cooperate in the investigation and to testify at the trial!  
 
At first, they were considering going east to New York or 
Canada. After things settled down a bit, they decided instead to 
head west to California. As it got closer to the time they had 
agreed to leave, it was decided instead to go to the uninhabited 
Utah territory, it being not as far, more isolated, and less 
attractive to other settlers, thus providing a safe haven to

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escape federal prosecution for their counterfeiting and other 
suspected crimes and to be outside federal and state 
jurisdictions to continue their illegal practice of polygamy. Utah 
was therefore chosen based on logic and circumstances, not by 
revelation as later claimed by Brigham Young. They were thus

The group from Nauvoo that followed Brigham consisted of 
about 2,000 predominantly English and Scandinavian converts 
who were loyal to him and others of the Twelve who had 
recently converted them. Most of these immigrants didn't have 
the financial option to return to Europe and felt they had no 
choice but to follow Brigham. Of the 2,000 that made it to the 
Salt Lake Valley by August of 1847, about 1600 remained there 
during the winter. More than half of them were under 19 and 
about 400 were children under 8. So, there were only about 
750 adults. But this was only the start of an orchestrated 
westward migration. Almost none of the later immigrants knew 
about the practice of polygamy until arriving in Salt Lake when 
it was too late to turn back. Although polygamy was officially a 
secret until 1852, it was generally known to everyone in Utah. 
 
But Brigham was never called by God to be a prophet nor to 
succeed Joseph as President of the Church. He himself said in 
1857, "I don't profess to be such a Prophet as were Joseph 
Smith and Daniel; but I am a Yankee guesser." He also liked to 
say, "Joseph was called of God and I was called of JosephΦέ He 
thus admitted he was neither a prophet nor called of God. But 
he ǿŀǎƴΩǘ ŜǾŜƴ ŎŀƭƭŜŘ ōȅ WƻǎŜǇƘ. He was selected by Oliver 
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Cowdery, Martin Harris, and David Whitmer (the 3 witnesses to 
the Book of Mormon) who were assigned by Joseph to select 
the Twelve as traveling missionariesΦ !ƴŘ ǘƘƛǎ ǿŀǎƴΩǘ ǳƴǘƛƭ five 
years after the church was organized and functioning. In fact, 
contrary to what Brigham and the Church today would have us 
believe, Brigham was never in Joseph's inner circle. Joseph 
rarely mentioned Brigham in his writings. This is because 
Brigham, along with the rest of the Twelve were frequently 
away on missions. They operated autonomously and had 
nothing to do with administering the affairs of the church.  
 
Subsequent prophets and apostles are selected from amongst 
themselves, the same compromised (Lucifer led) inner circle. 
None since Joseph have been called of God. Why do we 
suppose that everyone called to positions of authority (high or 
low) are sustained by God and unable to sin? D&C 121:34-40 
makes it clear that this is not true: 
 

"39 ...it is the nature and disposition of almost all men, as 
soon as they get a little authority... they will immediately 
begin to exercise unrighteous dominion. 40 "Hence, many are 
called [by man] but few are chosen [by God]" 34 ...And why 
are they not chosen? 35 Because their hearts are set so much 
upon the things of this world, and aspire to the honors of men, 
that they do not learn 36 That the rights of the priesthood... 
cannot be controlled nor handled only upon the principles of 
righteousness. 37 they may be conferred upon us; but when 
we undertake to cover our sins, or to gratify our pride, our vain 
ambition, or to exercise control or dominion or compulsion 
upon the souls of the children of men, in any degree of 
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unrighteousness, behold... Amen to the priesthood or the 
authority of that man." 

 
God allows these men to be called and to exercise unrighteous 
dominion. If we foolishly sustain them and believe their 
priesthood authority is valid no matter what, that's on us. We 
can't assume that all callings are inspired of God. Especially 
when those callings come from men, the majority of whom 
("almost all men" according to the above verses) have either 
not been chosen by God, or have lost their authority, even 
when properly conferred, due to unrighteousness. They aspire 
to the honors of men and exercise unrighteous dominion. And 
once such men are in positions of authority, are they not going 
to call others into their ranks who are of their same heart and 
mind? Isn't this what happened when King Noah replaced all his 
father's righteous priests with those willing to take many wives 
and concubines, live riotously with them, impose heavy taxes 
on the people, and cause them to sinτjust like Brigham did?

And, because the people wanted their Moses, Brigham 
eventually assumed the title of prophet. And then prophet, 
seer, and revelator. After a few years these honorary titles were 
extended to the first presidency, and still later to the Twelve. 
Now, if you don't sustain all 15 as prophets, seers, and 
revelators, you don't get a temple recommend which has 
become the gateway to the celestial kingdom. This piece of 
paper, along with the Bishops and Stake Presidents who

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approve them, have replaced Christ as gatekeepers to the 
Kingdom of Heaven.  
 

Ammon explained Seership to King Limhi in Mosiah chapter 8:  
"the greatest of all gifts is Seership... that a Seer is greater 
than a prophet... that a seer is a revelator and a prophet also; 
and a gift which is greater can no man have, except he should 
possess the power of God, which no man can; yet a man may 
have great power given him from God... that a Seer is 
someone with interpreters and who is commanded to use 
them... that a seer can know of things which are past, and also 
of things which are to come, and by them shall all things be 
revealed, or, rather, shall secret things be made manifest, and 
hidden things shall come to light, and things which are not 
known shall be made known by them, and also things shall be 
made known by them which otherwise could not be known." 

 
Joseph clearly qualified as a seer. But no one since Joseph has 
had interpreters or can claim to be a Seer. None have even 
claimed they were divinely chosen or anointed by God. To do so 
would be nigh unto blasphemy. Why then do the 15 today 
claim these titles? Why did Brigham? Who among them can 
claim to be a prophet or a revelator? None since Joseph has 
received "Thus saith the Lord... " revelations like he did. None 
quote in the first-person voice of the Lord like Joseph did. There 
have been no additions to the Doctrine and Covenants in the 
revelatory style of Joseph Smith speaking for the Lord. How 
then do these men claim such titles? Why do they force us to 
sustain them as such to enter temples and obtain salvation? 
None have claimed to have seen the Savior even though they 
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call themselves special witnesses of Christ. Most have explicitly 
said they haven't. And seeing the Savior is an experience 
extended to all of us, not just those of high office. Dallin Oaks 
recently said he hasn't seen the Savior and doesn't know 
anyone who has. He also said they are witnesses of Christ's 
"name" only. What does that even mean?  
 
Contrast this with the άApostolic Commissionέ given by Hyrum 
Smith to the Apostles telling them what was expected of them 
before departing on their missions:

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On the one hand it is discouraging for lifelong members who 
love the church to learn that it was hijacked by Brigham 
specifically to justify polygamy and is not a legitimate 
continuation of Joseph's restoration.

There are many parallels in the lives of Brigham Young and 
Heber Kimball. Both were born in the month of June in 1801. 
They were best friends. They both ended up in Mendon, New 
York. Neither were well educated, and both pursued common 
trades of the time; Heber in pottery and Brigham in painting 
and glazing. Missionaries introduced them to the Church and 
the Book of Mormon at the home of Brigham's brother Phineas 
in 1830. Although the missionaries then baptized some in the 
group, Brigham and Heber, despite being άintriguedέ, did not 
join until two years later in 1832 (around the time the church 
was condemned).  
 
They then began doing missionary work together in the East in 
1833 (where spiritual wifery was being practiced by the 
Cochranitesτmore on them later). They went on Zions camp 
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together in 1834 and they were among the first apostles 
selected and ordained together in 1835. They were also among 
the first apostles to experiment in spiritual wifery, and the first 
to marry polygamous wives, some of whom were still 
marriedτwhich constitutes adultery and polyandry. This was 
well before the purported 1843 revelation on polygamy now in 
Section 132 which they themselves most likely created. And 
both of their first babies suspiciously died as infants thus 
sparing them from explaining the inconvenient dates and 
ongoing evidence of their adulterous affairs. And as we will 
learn later, sacrifice of a child is a requirement for entry into 
the higher levels of Luciferianism. Polygamy was the first step. 
 
Brigham married his first wife, Miriam, in 1824. After Miriam 
died of consumption (tuberculosis), Brigham next married Mary 
Ann Angell in 1834. Heber married his first wife, Vilate, in 1822. 
Brigham and Heber were both poor and spent long periods of 
time away from their families working and traveling both 
before and after joining the church. While perhaps done out of 
necessity, this practice of taking wives and fathering children 
only to abandon them without support and without any 
apparent guilt was repeated many times over; Heber 43 times, 
and Brigham 56 times.  
 
One thing they learned as missionaries traveling "without purse 
or scrip", is how successful they were in getting room and 
board and other necessities without having to perform hard 
manual labor. And how they were able to meet and socialize 
with many prospective "converts" while lonely and away from

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their wives. And, as apostles, they soon realized the power, 
influence, and opportunities this position afforded them. Such 
as how willing converts were to contribute money to them "for 
the ChurchΦέ It's true that many missionaries were quite poor. 
But apostles were treated with esteem. They were more readily 
supported, had access to church funds, and were thus able to 
travel and operate in style.  
 
Heber led a group of missionaries to England in 1837 and by 
1838 they had 1,500 converts, most of whom generously 
donated money to them for the missionary cause. Converts 
paid additional fixed sums to have the church leaders arrange 
passage and lodgings for them as a group as they migrated back 
to Zion with them. But several complained in diaries and books 
that they did not receive the lodgings, meals, transportation, 
and other benefits promised them for having made those 
payments. Brigham and Heber were therefore in the empire 
building business. And enjoying significant benefits and status 
they never knew as common trade laborers.  
 
Unlike modern day missionaries who are strictly monitored and 
controlled, it was not unusual (and even encouraged) for early 
missionaries to seek out and return home with brides. At first it 
was first wives, and later plural wives. Although missionaries 
were typically assigned to go in pairs as companions (for 
obvious reasons), Brigham uniquely requested to go solo. The 
reason now seems evident. This deviation from protocol was 
unusual enough to be noted in a story printed in the Times and 
Seasons as being his own choice:

The Cochranites were a cult started by Jacob Cochran in 1816 in 
Saco, Maine. They practiced άspiritual wiferyέ, which was, 
simply put, "free loveΦέ By the 1830's there were as many as 
4,000 of them. Brigham, along with most of the Twelve, and 
many other missionaries served missions there starting in 1832, 
and held conferences among them in 1834, 1835, and 1836.  
 
These missionary activities among the Cochranites were where 
the apostles and missionaries first learned about "spiritual 
wiferyΦέ It was called "spiritual" wifery because they were not 
actually marrying them. First, because it was illegal to marry 
more than one wife, and second, because the whole idea was 
to have unlimited sexual partners without regard to the marital 
status of either. In other words, it was fornication and adultery 
justified under the guise of religionτnot simply openly 
declared polygamy.  
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Besides taking oaths of secrecy prior to choosing partners, 
Cochranites also performed ritual dancing and foot washing 
before going to bed. These rituals evidently gave participants 
the impression of religious justification to help rationalize their 
immoral acts. The ritual of foot washing was also adopted by 
missionaries in England as revealed in numerous journal entries 
of William Clayton and Heber Kimball in relation to female 
companions: "washed our feet and went to bed", thus tying 
them to the Cochranite practice. 
 
So, the Twelve and other missionaries starting with Brigham 
and Heber were well aware of and doubtless more than 
intrigued by the Cochranites and their practice of spiritual 
wifery. It would certainly have been a hot topic of discussion as 
they returned home and reported it to friends. The missionary 
journals of Orson Hyde and Samuel Smith record a three-month 
period in 1832 where they not only taught among the 
Cochranites but frequently lodged in their homes observing 
their practices firsthand. Plus, there were many Cochranite 
converts that migrated to "Zion" bringing their ideas with them. 
So, it's not surprising that this practice crept into the Church.  
 
In fact, at some point during his time in the East, Brigham met 
Augusta Adams Cobb, a Cochranite he later married in 1843 as 
his second or third plural wife. Importantly, Augusta wrote (and 
kept) a number of letters to Brigham that are extremely 
revealing. We will review them in more detail in a later section. 
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For now, we will note that although Augusta was still married 
to Henry Cobb (since 1822), and had nine children with him, 
Augusta abandoned him and all but the two youngest children 
to follow Brigham to Nauvoo in 1842 (before the supposed 
1843 revelation on polygamy!). During the trip, her 5-month-
old baby, little "Brigham" Cobb, died, thus saving Brigham the 
need to explain the inconvenient timing and the ongoing 
evidence of adultery. And after arriving in Nauvoo, she married 
Brigham without first divorcing Henry. Henry sued for divorce in 
1846 which was granted based on her adultery with Brigham. 
Brigham was thus legally proven an adulterer. (Imagine if this 
were true of an Apostle or Prophet today.)  
 
She was also 
still married. And their first baby, Adelbert, also only survived 
about a year. So, this is another interesting and suspicious 
parallel to Brigham. They both committed adultery, and their 
first polygamist children were born out of wedlock, and both 
died less than a year after birth. Sarah was baptized just two 
days before setting sail from England to Nauvoo accompanied 
by Heber at the end of his mission in May 1841. She too was in 
the process of leaving her husband. They arrived in Nauvoo on 
July 1, 1841. Heber married her in early 1842 around the time 
Adelbert was born. Suspiciously, there is no exact birthdate like 
there is for all his other children. But Adelbert was most likely 
the first polygamist child. Since Heber's journal cites that he 
didn't receive the instruction on the "Ancient Order of Things" 
(plural marriage) until May 4, 1842, this poses a problem for 
the 1842 birth of Adelbert.

Brigham was also accused of committing adultery on other 
occasions such as in the following letter dated August 24, 1891, 
written by Thomas Stafford to fellow Seventy, Gomer R. Wells, 
telling of Brigham's adulterous activities which he had 
witnessed both in England and in Nauvoo:

After becoming Brigham's plural wives, Augusta Cobb and Eliza 
Snow later acted as recruiters for him by targeting and using 
hard sell tactics on girls that he fancied.

One of the most revealing pieces of evidence of who initiated 
polygamy comes from the belated admissions of Brigham 
Young and Lorenzo Snow.

Remember this is 1874, thirty years after Joseph was killed. 
Brigham is now 73 years old, ŀƴŘ ƘŜΩǎ ǎǇŜƴǘ Ƙƛǎ ŜƴǘƛǊŜ ƭƛŦŜ 
enjoying his many wives and concubines. Why is he still finding 
it necessary to tweak the narrative, especially when it requires 
going through difficult contortions and inventing seemingly 
contradictory dates?  
 
One reason is that he narcissistically wanted the credit for it, 
especially since many were blaming him for it anyway. Why else

Another reason is that with the influx of gentiles and a growing 
population, more people were openly talking about the origins 
and realizing that Brigham and others had been dabbling in 
spiritual wifery while in England long before the 1843 date they 
claimed the revelation on polygamy was received. Plus, in 
England, ǘƘŜȅ ǿƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ƘŀŘ ŀŎŎŜǎǎ to Joseph for even 
informal approval. 
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Thus, he needs justification for practicing it in England. And he 
needs a sufficiently vague timeline to cover the various rumors 
that were circulating.

Brigham cleverly 
invents a narrative; that soon after arriving back in Nauvoo, he 
meets with Joseph and discloses his ōǊŀƛƴǎǘƻǊƳΧ ŜǊ ǊŜǾŜƭŀǘƛƻƴΦ 
He claims that Joseph agreed that it was a dandy idea.

Consider that Brigham likely developed his sexual proclivities at 
an early age.

With that 
mindset, he was always refining his seduction strategies. He 
wanted access to the larger pool of religiously gullible females 
eager to believe a prophetic claim, rather than simply those 
willing to prostitute themselves.

So, resurrecting the ancient (but corrupt) practice of taking 
multiple wives and concubines waǎ .ǊƛƎƘŀƳΩǎ brilliant idea. But 
to pull it off, he needed to assure his recruits that he had 
JosŜǇƘΩǎ ŀǇǇǊƻǾŀƭ.  
 
However, it was obvious to the world, if not LDS insiders, that 
Mormon polygamy was a thinly disguised excuse to practice 
fornication and adultery on an unprecedented scale. This is why 
even after disposing of Joseph, they kept delaying formal public 
disclosure until 1852. This was despite being in relative 
isolation in Utah safe from the law and worldly ridicule. For 8 
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years they continued their successful strategy to just keep it 
secret. Secrecy was enforced by the threat of blood atonement. 
It was only after more gentiles began arriving that the secrecy 
strategy began to fail, and they felt forced to go public. But it 
was not without great fear and trepidation. Orson Pratt was the 
one Brigham assigned to make the announcement. One of the 
primary justifications he cited was that it would eliminate 
adultery and prostitution. Brilliant! But unfortunately, it 
exposed that their real motive was simply to satisfy their carnal 
desires.  
 
Despite this crazy justification, the announcement went very 
well. They had gotten away with it. In fact, it seemed too easy. 
They were slapping each other on their backs and openly 
admitting their years long lies to the world denying polygamy 
truly were lies saying, άǿŜΩǊŜ letting the cat out of the bag.έ 
With increasing confidence that universal acceptance of their 
long-hidden practice was just around the corner, they even 
hinted at future inevitable disclosures as former secrets 
emerged.  
 
With rumors swirling and less control over what people were 
saying, they said that άthe [polygamy narrative] cat would soon 
have kittens.έ In other words, more secrets would be inevitably 
disclosed. Some of those άkittensέ were the disclosures of 
those who witnessed many of the TǿŜƭǾŜΩǎ ŜŀǊƭȅ ventures into 
spiritual wifery and adultery. And some of the guilty 
participants had even recorded their activities in their own 
άǇǊƛǾŀǘŜέ diaries and journals. 
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This was likely ǘƘŜ ƳƻǘƛǾŜ ōŜƘƛƴŘ .ǊƛƎƘŀƳΩǎ 1874 claim of first 
dibs on the polygamy revelation and the dates he came up 
with. He had more cats to drown. Many people knew that the 
apostles had started their unauthorized practice of adultery 
and fornication (which they called spiritual wifery) while in 
England (and some even earlier in New England). 
 
One problem with .ǊƛƎƘŀƳΩǎ then new (1874) claim is that it 
now directly contradicts the ChurchΩs most recent claim in the 
heading of Section 132, only added in 1981, that Joseph 
άreceived the doctrine as early as 1831Φέ Clearly, either 
Brigham, or the Church, is lying. Or they both are.  
 
With access to journals and letters through the internet and 
more recently the Joseph Smith Papers, it has become 
increasingly known that Brigham and others had άspiritual wifeέ 
relations with underage and married women even before 
England. Hence the need to pin an earlier date on Joseph.

Many saints were suspicious of Brigham. Hence the need to 
provide backup testimony. This is likely why Lorenzo Snow 
(fourth President in succession to Brigham Young) also came 
forward claiming he received the doctrine of polygamy by 
inspiration while on his mission in England:

So, we have not only Brigham Young and Lorenzo Snow 
claiming to have received revelations on plural marriage in 
England, but we also have evidence (based on missionary 
journals), that several of the Twelve started practicing this 
spiritual wifery while on missions in England.  
 
For example, William Clayton (who also already had a wife 
there in England) made numerous entries in his missionary 
journal indicating that he was committing adultery with Sarah 
Crooks and several other women. Clayton was an English 
convert baptized by Heber and then became his right-hand 
man. He was also exchanging frequent letters with four key 
apostles in England: Willard Richards, Heber Kimball, John 
Taylor, and Wilford Woodruff. They were almost certainly 
sharing their experiences and successes in this new Cochranite 
inspired doctrine of ritualized sex with multiple partners 
mingled with temple rites such as the washing of feet and the 
swearing of cult-style secret oaths not to divulge their 
practices. They were also among the first to take plural wives. 
 
But remember that Brigham and the Twelve had initially 
learned these Cochranite doctrines while in Saco, Maine at 
least as early as 1832 shortly after joining the church. And 
Brigham and Heber were almost certainly familiar with this 
practice much earlier before joining the Church since the 
Cochranite cult was started in their New England stomping 
grounds in 1816. It's thus possible that after first being seduced 
by the Cochranite free love rituals, they then noticed the 
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excitement created by Joseph's new church and the Book of 
Mormon and realized the potential of putting the two together. 
So, two years after their introduction to Mormonism, they 
decided to join the church and try out their idea.

In Moses 5:44-54 we learn that Lamech took two wives (Adah, 
and Zillah) and was thus the first one we know of to do so. 
Lamech was the fifth descendant from Cain (Cain -> Enoch -> 
Irad -> Mahujael -> Methusael -> Lamech). Cain, of course, had 
the dubious distinction of being the first to commit murder, the 
first to enter into secret covenants with Satan, and thereby 
earned the title of Master Mahan (master destroyer) with the 
right to rule over Satan.  
 
But Lamech took it further. Besides being the first to take more 
than one wife, he was the first to commit murder for the sake 
of protecting the oath rather than simply to get gain like Cain. 
He killed his great grandfather Irad, who, having discovered 
"their secret, began to reveal it unto the sons of Adam." Lamech 
therefore bragged that he was way more bad ass than Cain, "If 
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Cain shall be avenged sevenfold, truly Lamech shall be seventy and 

seven fold!" However, "Lamech had spoken the secret unto his 
wives, and they rebelled against him, and declared these things 

abroadΧ Wherefore Lamech was despised, and cast out, and came 

not among the sons of men, lest he should die." So, "these things 

were not spoken" afterward "among the daughters of men." 
 
But Lamech's paltry two wives were nothing compared with 
Brigham's 56 (+ uncounted concubines). So maybe Brigham 
should be avenged seven hundred and seventy-seven-fold!

Just like Lamech, Brigham surely entered into a covenant with 
Lucifer. So, he and his followers were under LuciferΩǎ direct 
influence and control. They referred extensively to their "secret 
priesthood" as their authority for practicing spiritual wifery and 
plural marriages. This claim of secret priesthood is clearly 
different from DƻŘΩǎ ǇǊƛŜǎǘƘƻƻŘ ŀƴŘ ƛǎ consistent with the 
meaning of the apron in the temple endowment ceremony.

Then Lucifer instructs Adam and Eve to make similar aprons, to 
put them on, and to then hide from Father. Brigham's secret 
priesthood group also referred to themselves as the "Secret 
ChamberΦέ And once Brigham took over after eliminating 
Joseph, he referred to his new plural marriage infused church 
ŀǎ άǘƘŜ ƴŜǿ ƻǊŘŜǊ ƻŦ ǘƘƛƴƎǎΦέ We will soon see evidence that 
these things continue in the Church today. 
 
Most people are ignorant of how widespread Luciferianism is. 
Virtually all who achieve high levels of success, fame, and 
fortune have made covenants with Satan posing as Lucifer, the 
light bearer. He certainly would not miss the chance to infiltrate 
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God's church. In fact, it would be his top priority. Those under 
covenant to him are required to sign blood contracts and to 
thereafter signal their allegiance through occult imagery, secret 
handshakes and signs, and eventually make blood sacrifices. 
That's why nearly all entertainers cover one eye and make 
other hand signs and have tattoos and clothing with occult 
imagery:

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One interesting detail from the above interview is that Eric 
noticed all by himself when reading the Book of Mormon for 
the first time, the warning in 2 Nephi 26 that we LDS gentiles 
would be lifted up in the pride of our eyes, build up many 
churches to get gain, put down the power and miracles of God, 
and have secret combinations of the devil as in times of old.

John C. Bennett (notice the άhidden hand of {ŀǘŀƴέ pose) was 
one of the early infiltrators. By his own later admission, he only 
joined the church to expose it. He claimed that he never 
believed in it. But before being exposed, he was a major 
influencer in the events that transpired in Nauvoo. He was a 
physician and practiced as a "female doctor" in Ohio before 
abandoning his wife Mary Barker and children to join the 
church in Nauvoo in 1840 where he rapidly rose to rival even 
Joseph in his positions. He served as First Presidency Councilor 
to Joseph and even for a time as Assistant President! Like 
Joseph, he was also Mayor of Nauvoo, Major-General of the 
Nauvoo Legion, and chancellor of the University of Nauvoo.  
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He also helped write the Nauvoo City Charter and get it passed 
in the Illinois Legislature. He therefore had an unparalleled 
reputation.  
 
But he was also a sexual predator. To hide his sexual crimes, he 
offered abortions to women should they become pregnant with 
his child. He even offered in some cases to discreetly murder 
their husband if necessary. After all, he was a doctor with the 
know-how and chemicals to do whatever was necessary. Plus, 
of course, he justified his spiritual wifery by attributing it to 
Joseph. When this became known and his reputation was in 
jeopardy, he begged Joseph in tears not to expose him, saying 
that it would kill his poor mother. Joseph agreed not toτif he 
would write a notarized confession and promise to repent. 
Bennett agreed but then continued his sexual predation 
unabated. So, Joseph expelled him from the church. Because of 
that, he was also expelled from Freemasonry. During his 
hearing at the Masonic Lodge, he admitted that his allegations 
against Joseph for practicing spiritual wifery were false.   
 
These legally verified written and public confessions should 
have made Bennett the least credible of Joseph's accusers. But 
his former accomplishments, positions, and reputation 
combined with his obvious talents, education, and intellect 
continued to make him a formidable adversary. Also, Joseph's 
many enemies (which include the church today) were more 
than happy to accept any accusation regardless of credibility.

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One of the ways Bennett set out to destroy Joseph was by 
altering the minute books of the Masonic Lodge which were 
under the control of him, Heber, and William Clayton. They 
tried to frame Joseph for the purported plot to assassinate 
Governor Lilburn Boggs (in which he was only wounded). 
Bennett doctored the minutes falsely alleging that Joseph acted 
in the Lodge as a Freemason in devising the plot. The timing of 
this accusation was very unfortunate as it forced Joseph into 
hiding to evade Governor Boggs' henchmen. This stopped 
Joseph from following through with his slander case against 
Chauncey Higbee who had accused him of teaching and 
practicing spiritual wifery. Note that Joseph would never have 
initiated such a lawsuit if there was any possibility he could be 
proven guilty of spiritual wifery. Also, the accused slanderer, 
Higbee, would have had the right to request affidavits and call 
any hostile witnesses he wanted to defend himself. 
 
Because of Bennett's accusations, Emma published the 
following:

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Unbeknownst to Emma, however, spiritual wifery was not 
started by nor exclusive to Bennett. Heber Kimball was about to 
have his first child from this spiritual wifery system that was 
being practiced in England. It's not even clear whether Bennett 
first learned of spiritual wifery from the Cochranites directly or 
from Brigham's Secret Chamber. But Bennett did refer to his 
practices as spiritual wifery. Also, Brigham's new religion, as 
established in England, was secretly being infused into Joseph's 
church at that same time. However, it appears that Bennett's 
confession constitutes the first and possibly only contemporary 
formal confession of such practices. Brigham and his cohorts 
strongly denied it at the time and only later admitted it and 
eventually went public with the nasty secret by publishing it in 
"The Seer" in 1853 when they were ready to spread the word,

Willard Richards was Brigham's first cousin and the number 
three man in the Secret Chamber behind Brigham and Heber. 
Willard's first recorded marriage was to Jennetta Richards (yes, 
her maiden name was also Richards). They were married on 
September 24, 1838, during his four-year mission in England 
(naturally) where spiritual wifery was more particularly 
launched. Although she returned with him to the United States, 
she remained with their boy, Heber John, in Richmond, 
Massachusetts in the care of Willard's siblings due to her ill 
health while Willard went on to Nauvoo. Willard was supposed 
to retrieve them in the spring, but he soon forgot this promise 
as there were more spiritual wives to be had in Nauvoo.  
 
Once in Nauvoo, Willard acted as Joseph's private secretary. 
According to LDS ƘƛǎǘƻǊƛŀƴ wƛŎƘŀǊŘ .ǳǎƘƳŀƴΣ ƘŜ άǾƛǊǘǳŀƭƭȅ 
shadowed JosephΦέ This was soon after the debacle of Joseph's 
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former First Presidency counselor, John C. Bennett, who, as 
noted, had become virulently anti-Mormon after Joseph 
exposed and excommunicated him for spiritual wifery. 
 
Back in England, apostle Orson Hyde was also away from his 
26-year-old wife, Marinda Nancy Johnson, who he had left in 
Nauvoo since April 15, 1840. His missions in England and 
Palestine lasted 32 months. But this wasn't a problem for him 
either, because he too was in the middle of spiritual wifeism 
there in England.

However, Joseph received a revelation on December 2, 1841, 
concerning Orson's wife Marinda, who by then had been 
struggling alone for twenty months: 
 

Verily thus saith the Lord . . . go and say unto my servant 
Ebenezer Robinson and to my hand maid his wife, τLet them 
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open their doors and take her [Marinda] and her children into 
their house, and take care of them faithfully and kindly until 
my servant Orson Hyde returns from his mission, or until some 
other provision can be made for her welfare and safety. 

 
Ebenezer immediately moved Marinda into his home at the 
Times and Seasons building. But, a month later, on January 
28th, Joseph received another revelation:

According to Ebenezer, on February 4th, Willard, acting for the 
Twelve, bought the Times and Seasons building and everything 
inside, forcing Ebenezer to leave his editorship and his home. 
Fifty years later, Ebenezer recalled that he had been unable to

This is a significant insight into the true character of Willard 
Richards.  
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Soon after, rumors of Willard and Marinda Hyde's relationship 
made their way to John C. Bennett who publicized them,

This ridiculous story has many flaws. First, it was published by a 
known and avowed enemy of Joseph, John C Bennett, in an 
anti-Mormon journal, as one in a series of defamation articles 
submitted by him specifically as revenge for having outed him 
(Bennett) in numerous instances of adultery and spiritual 
wifeism. That should be the end of it. But there are many more 
obvious problems. Given the vitriolic relationship between 
Bennett and Joseph, why would Joseph ask Bennett to help him 
seduce a girl after having been convicted by Joseph for that 
very offense. And why the very daughter of his first counselor, 
one of his closest friends and associates?! And why, after 
refusing to help, would Bennett then warn Joseph that Nancy 
had gone to her boyfriend for advice, so he needed to be 
carefulτand then warn the boyfriend of Joseph's intentions? 
And why is the only copy of the letter supposedly written to 
Nancy in Willard's handwriting! Why would Joseph dictate such 
a sensitive and personal letter? It makes no sense. 
 
The rest of the story is full of inconsistencies and unbelievable 
claims. But the biggest problem is that every single person 
involved in the plot against Joseph was also involved in spiritual 
wifery. If it wasn't obvious before, Marinda clearly was involved 
since she agrees to be quoted as helping convince Nancy that 
Plural marriage was a true doctrine by admitting it "had looked 
strange to her [Marinda] at first, but she [Nancy] would 
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become more reconciled on mature reflectionΦέ And the 
boyfriend, Francis M. Higbee, had previously confessed 
fornication to Joseph while requesting to be healed of an STD 
contracted from a French woman. So, he too was antagonistic 
for having been disciplined by Joseph. Unrepentant, he had also 
seduced Nancy (as had Bennett). So, having been caught up in 
spiritual wifeism, Nancy also had a motive to cooperate and lie 
in the plot to frame Joseph. In doing so she hoped to save her 
reputation (especially in the eyes of her First Presidency father) 
by portraying herself in the fanciful narrative as having 
forcefully refused plural marriage declaring, "I never shall!"

This letter is filled with logical and scriptural inconsistenciesτ
which should be obvious to any thinking person. It might, 
therefore, come as a surprise that it, along with all the false 
narratives exposed above, are cited by the Church as evidence 
of Joseph's guilt. Joseph must be guilty to support Brigham's 
succession and his claim that polygamy started with Joseph. 
Because the entire validity of the Church depends on it. 
 
Summary of Issues with the "Happiness Letter" 
¶ Story originated with John C. Bennett

husband after an absence of a year. However, any such joy 
would have been short lived because Willard stopped in St. 
Louis on their way back so he could visit with Stephen 
Longstroth, a British convert he had known in England about 
marrying two of his daughters! Obviously, Willard would only 
have dared to propose this and Longstroth would only have 
agreed to it if this doctrine had been previously known and 
mutually agreed to while they were together in England. And 
indeed, a few months later in Nauvoo on January 18, 1843, 
Richards married sixteen-year-old Sarah Longstroth and her 
fourteen-year-old sister, Nanny. (Again, before the July 1843 
revelation in Section 132 on polygamy was purportedly 
received!) But two sisters ǿŜǊŜƴΩǘ enough. He later married a 
third sister named Sarah. This gives new meaning to the term 
άǎƛǎǘŜǊ ǿƛǾŜǎΦέ 
 
Jennetta bore a daughter nine months after these weddings. A 
year and a half later, on March 26, 1845, the family sat for a 
daguerreotype. The below AI enhanced Nauvoo Daguerreotype 
shows Willard with Jennetta and their little boy Heber John. 
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Sadly, Jennetta died just three months later July 9, 1845. She 
was only twenty-seven. Heber John always maintained that his 
mother died of a broken heart. But it may have been something 
more sinister. Note that Willard was a medical doctor having 
"focused his training on medication and herbal preparations" in 
a time when it was a common practice to use poisons as 
medicine, such as mercury, arsenic, niter, antimony, and 
opium. Joseph's beloved brother Alvin, for example, is 
documented as having died of mercury poisoning after having 
been treated with it for an illness.  
 
It is therefore very suspicious, and one can't help noticing in all 
these journals and histories, the prevalence of premature 
deaths surrounding Willard and his key friends and associates. 
They were a little too convenient and many of them bore 
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earmarks and even accusations of poisoning. For example, 
Samuel Smith, according to his daughter Mary, was taking 
"medication" a white powder that Willard provided and was 
administered by Hosea Stout acting as his nurse when he 
suddenly died just weeks after his brothers' murders, 
exclaiming, "I've been poisoned!" (Hosea Stout was later 
identified for a time as Brigham's main hit man.) 
 

[Note: A few days after Joseph and Hyrum were murdered, 
Samuel started making it known that Joseph had told him he 
was to lead the church in the event of his death. This alarmed 
William Clayton and Willard Richards since it threatened the 
takeover plans of their worshipful master, Brigham, who was 
allegedly still out of town. So, they evidently acted on their own 
initiative. Samuel had been a little unwell from overexertion 
after retrieving the bodies of his murdered brothers from 
Carthage. This led to him agreeing to take the "medicine".]

The account of Martha Brotherton illustrates Brigham and 
Heber's entrapment techniques and how they always managed 
to implicate Joseph. Martha was a beautiful 17-year-old girl 
who emigrated from England to Nauvoo with her family in 
1841. Brigham and Heber, who were both 40, soon discovered 
her and tried to convince her to become a secret plural wife to 
Brigham. After she refused, they brought a man they identified 
as the prophet Joseph to try and convince her. She continued to 
reject their proposals and 6 weeks later, she and her parents 
returned to England disgusted, all disavowing the Church.  
 
After her story became public, Joseph was forced to publicly 
deny her accusations.

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Martha's affidavit, produced below, was published in 
newspapers across the country. This was primarily due to the 
efforts of John C. Bennett as part of his attempt to smear 
Joseph. Although Bennett's involvement casts serious doubt on 
Martha's story, the fact that Brigham had Martha sealed to him 
20 years later after she passed away tends to support it. One 
only needs to realize that Brigham and Heber lied about the 
man they falsely identified as Joseph. It was easy to get 
someone to impersonate him since Martha had never met 
Joseph and didn't know what he looked like.  
 
Also, the seduction/entrapment tactics of Brigham and Heber 
described in the affidavit perfectly match those revealed in 
numerous other accounts, such as the one described in a 
following section by Catherine Lewis. It was common for them 
to double or triple team their victims and employ other 
women, especially their plural wives, over whom they had 
complete control, as recruiters and manipulators.

It's unfortunate that Joseph and his defenders at the time 
didn't know about Brigham and Heber's involvement in spiritual 
wifery and therefore did not consider that Martha was telling 
the truth. She simply did not know they had someone 
impersonate Joseph. 
 
Throught the efforts of JohnC Bennet, Martha's notarized letter 
was published widely. It first appeared in the St. Louis American 
Bulletin on July 16, 1842. Soon it was published across America 
and in Europe. The publication of Martha's affidavit had the 
effect upon the public which Bennett sought. Many were 
convinced by it that Joseph was practicing deception.

Catherine Lewis wrote a short book in 1848 entitled "Narrative 
of some of the Proceedings of the MormonsΦέ I have 
transcribed this book as a separate PDF, but I will here provide 
excerpts from it that more particularly affirm similar claims I 
have discovered in many other books and journals. She 
narrowly escaped from becoming a plural wife to Heber after 
being heavily recruited by him and his team. She is thus able to 
reveal many insider details. Just remember that whatever she 
says about Joseph was not from firsthand knowledge but from 
what she (and most everyone else) believed he said because 
Brigham and Heber always attributed everything they did to 
Joseph.

Notice this method of enticing converts to go to Nauvoo with 
the promise of great spiritual outpourings that only the temple 
endowment could give them. And once in Nauvoo they were 
able to exert more pressure and control over them. The 
endowment in particular was designed to extract promises of 
obedience to church leaders. And once sealed, women were 
also bound to obey their husband as their άLord and MasterΦέ 
Of course, just like today, initiates didn't even know they would 
be required to make such oaths before going through. Sister 
Lewis described the endowment as "as great an imposition as 
ever was practised on any person."

The promise to "avenge my brother's blood in every possible 
way" refers to the blood of Joseph and Hyrum. This is not in the 
current endowment, but it was a big deal during the time of 
Brigham. It served a dual purposeτfirst to deflect blame away 
from Brigham and his henchmen who were the true guilty 
parties, and second to justify killings and persecution of anyone 
not supportive of polygamy. This included Emma, all the 
remaining Smiths, the gentiles who fought against them, the 
United States Government, and even the whole world... all 
were enemies of Brigham:

The Indians were extensively exploited both as allies and 
victims depending upon need and circumstance. Brigham had 
entire tribes exterminated if they were antagonistic or when 
they competed for resources. They only spared Indian squaws if 
they were desirable as plural wives. When possible, they 
recruited Indians to carry out raids and killings. And Brigham's 
posse often disguised themselves as Indians to throw the blame 
on them. Catherine confirms the extent to which Brigham's 
militia recruited the "Indians, teaching them to join in a 
Crusade for the avowed purpose of exterminating Christianity."

Catherine also confirms names by which some of Brigham's 
enforcement teams were known including ǘƘŜ ά5ŀƴƛǘŜǎέΣ the 
ά5ŜǎǘǊƻȅƛƴƎ !ƴƎŜƭǎέ, and "Daughters of ZionΦέ These last two 
names were likely invented by Brigham to be inclusive of 
women, since all, once endowed, were expected to defend 
polygamy.

Note also that the attempt to assassinate Governor Boggs (that 
was blamed on Joseph) was almost certainly by order of 
Brigham Young. By saying it was ordered by Joseph, Brigham 
was able to convince his dupes to carry it out. Plus, he hoped 
that Joseph would be blamed, caught, and convicted for it, thus 
saving him the trouble of eliminating Joseph:

A key aspect to temple sealings was the teaching that all who 
were sealed to someone were then bound by solemn oath to 
obey them. This is why not just women were sealed to apostles, 
but other men, children, and entire families:

Note this teaching about the Indians was another perversion of 
the Book of Mormon and was extensively taught. If there was a 
shortage of women to satisfy their lusts, they could then turn to 
Indian squaws for plural wives and thereby fulfill the prophecy 
of them becoming "a white and delightsome people". 
 
The idea that wives and children (including those "adopted" 
through sealings) must be strictly subservient to their husbands 
who were their άLords and Mastersέ, especially regarding the 
"principle of plurality", is manifest in the following discourse by 
Heber C. Kimball delivered in the Tabernacle, Great Salt Lake 
City, November 9, 1856:

The /ƘǳǊŎƘΩǎ connection to a secret society is no secret. It is 
evident from Heber's extensive involvement in Freemasonry 
that they adapted it for temple endowments with its secret 
rites, signs, tokens, oaths, and penalties to safeguard their 
occult practices. Combined with Joseph's restoration and the 
Book of Mormon, which were the main draw for new converts, 
Brigham and Heber had all the makings for the perfect religion.  
 
Many of their converts later testified that despite rumors of 
spiritual wifery and polygamy, they were initially only taught 
the pure doctrine of Joseph's restoration and that such rumors, 
if they even heard them, were strongly deniedτuntil they 
reached Utah. Insiders were selectively recruited by first 
privately telling them that Joseph had revealed this as a new 
secret doctrine. If they were receptive, they were told more. If 
they were not receptive, they were told that if they revealed it 
to anyone, it would be denied, and the lie would be thrown on 
them. Some were also told that the originator of the claim was 
found to be deceived and was under church discipline.  
 
Heber Kimball received the three degrees of Freemasonry in 
1823, and the highest York Rite degrees of Royal Arch 
Masonry in 1824. Later, after moving to Nauvoo, he helped 
establish the first lodge there and served as Junior Deacon. 
Heber was thus well able to not only institute oaths of secrecy 
among those practicing spiritual wifery in the Church (just like 
the Cochranites), but to later adapt the Masonic Temple

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ceremonies and clothing (including the Masonic apron) to the 
Utah Mormon temple endowment ceremonies.  
 

[Note: In the LDS temple endowment, after Adam and Eve have 
partaken of the fruit from Lucifer, their eyes are opened and 
Eve exclaims, "I know thee now, thou art Lucifer, he who was 
cast out of Father's presence..." Then Adam, noticing Lucifer's 
apron, asks (this was removed from the endowment in 2019), 
"What is that apron you have on?" (there's no other character 
in the entire endowment wearing an apron of any kind!) Lucifer 
replies, "It is an emblem of my powers and priesthoodsΦέ Adam 
then says, "I am looking for further instructions from FatherΦέ 
Father then calls out, "Adam, Adam!", whereupon Lucifer 
warns them, "Quick! See that you are naked! Take some fig 
leaves and make you aprons. Father will see your nakedness! 
Hide!" They follow Lucifer's instructions to put on aprons like 
his and hide from Father. 
 
Then, without batting an eye, every participant in the 
endowment ceremony puts on as their first article of temple 
clothing, an apron fashioned after Lucifer's because Lucifer told 
them to make it and wear it. Nobody asks themselves why 
they're following the voice of Lucifer to dress themselves in an 
apron representing his power and priesthoods... Just "Bow your 
head and say, 'Yes'"]

William Clayton spent many hours in the Nauvoo Masonic 
Lodge under Heber's direction duplicating the texts. There was 
also mass recruitment with 1500 saints joining the Nauvoo 
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Lodge (compared to about 150 non-Mormons). It soon became 
the largest in the state. This rapid growth made many Masons 
fearful that Mormons would dominate the organization in 
Illinois. There were also reports of irregularities in the books, in 
part because of HeberΩǎ removal of 44 pages. At first, the 
ǎǘŀǘŜΩǎ DǊŀƴŘ [ƻŘƎŜ ŎƻƴǘƛƴǳŜŘ ǘƘŜ bŀǳǾƻƻ [ƻŘƎŜΩǎ 
dispensation, giving it time to correct irregularities in its records 
and the admission of new members. But in October 1843, after 
they refused to produce their manipulated minutes books from 
which Heber had ripped out the 44 pages, the Grand Lodge 
withdrew their dispensation.  
 
Tensions between Latter-day Saints and Masons in Illinois and 
the surrounding area continued to escalate. In October 1844, 
the Grand Lodge severed all ties with the Nauvoo Lodge and its 
members. Nauvoo Masons, however, continued to operate 
their lodge independently until 1846, when the Saints left 
Illinois in mass. After arriving in Utah, Latter-day Saints did not 
establish new Masonic lodges, either because they could not 
obtain a dispensation, or because they didn't need to after 
incorporating Masonic rituals into their temples. 
 

[Note: They were in control of these Masonic documents from 
inception until they deposited them into the cornerstone of the 
Masonic Temple in 1843. In 1954 LDS prophet, David O. McKay, 
then purchased that temple (for the church) to prevent those 
original documents from falling into anyone else's hands. They 
were then removed from the cornerstone and placed into the 
LDS archives where they have remained inaccessible. From 
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1844 until William Clayton or Willard Richards died, they had 
the ability to create any document they wanted and put 
whatever date they wanted on it and then simply claim, "I 
wrote this under the direction of Joseph Smith."]

The idea of an endowment probably originated in Kirtland in 
1833 when Joseph organized the School of the Prophets (later 
renamed άSchool for the Eldersέ). It ran during the winter 
months from 1833 till 1836. The purpose was to prepare men 
for missionary service and to receive ŀ ǇǊƻƳƛǎŜŘ άendowment 
of power.έ This was to happen when the Kirtland House of the 
Lord was completed. Those attending the first meeting 
experienced a spiritual outpouring, which included powerful 
manifestations of the Holy Ghost and speaking in tongues. This 
was similar to Pentecost in Acts 2 which the scriptures also 
describe as the baptism of fire and the Holy Ghost.  
 

¢ƘŜ [ŜŎǘǳǊŜǎ ƻƴ CŀƛǘƘ  
To teach the classes, Joseph Smith and Sidney Rigdon prepared 
a series of 7 lectures which became known as the άLectures on 
Faithέ. These lectures were added as the ά5ƻŎǘǊƛƴŜέΣ Part 1 to 
the Book of Commandments which then became known as the 
Doctrine and Covenants with the original Commandments or 
άCovenantsέ as Part 2. The Lectures on Faith were unanimously 
adopted by the Church as doctrine and became canonized in 
the 1835 version of the Doctrine and Covenants. However, it 
was removed by Brigham in the 1902 edition of the D&C. Even 
though it  was removed, we still today call it the Doctrine and

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Covenants. No vote of the Church took place to decanonize the 
Lectures on Faith. 
 
After the spiritual outpouring experienced during the first 
session of the school, the Elders did not succeed thereafter in 
obtaining their endowment of power. But remember the 
School had started right around the time the Church was 
condemned. Satan had already begun capturing their hearts. 
They were prideful and unwilling to build up the church and 
care for the poor. And, of course, spiritual wifery had crept in. 
They were forced to leave Kirtland and their recently 
completed House of the Lord. In Nauvoo they were once again 
commanded to build a House to the Lord. This time they were 
given a deadline, or face rejection. Since they failed to meet the 
deadline, the Lord removed Joseph and He fulfilled the curse of 
moving them άout of their placeέ to Utah in άthe desertΧ to 
inhabit the parched places in the wilderness, in a salt land and not 

inhabitedέ as prophesied in Jeremiah 17:5.

So, the lengthy temple endowment under Brigham as practiced 
briefly in Nauvoo after Joseph's death and later in Utah, is 
completely different than the endowment of power promised 
by Joseph that was not to be given until after the temple was 
completed.

Also, there is no evidence that Joseph received the lengthy 
(12,677-word) endowment as practiced by the Brighamites. Nor 
is there evidence for the other temple ordinances like sealings, 
washings and anointings, and even the temple clothing and 
garments. There is no claimed visit from an angel and no 
recorded revelation as in all other ordinances received by 
Joseph. But it was a simple matter to attribute it to him after 
his death by doctoring the history and his journals, including 
the claim that he was a Freemason. Heber was often the one 
making these claims. 
 

[Note: Neither Joseph nor Hyrum were wearing temple 
garments when their bodies were recovered following their 
murders. So, a narrative was invented by Willard Richards and 
John Taylor that Joseph and Hyrum had removed their 
garments while in the jail "because it was hot" even though 
Willard and John didn't mention removing their own. I'll let the 
reader determine the plausibility of that claim, or even the idea 
that removing your underwear would be a solution to hot 
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weather. Another equally ludicrous narrative was put forth by 
Brigham saying that it was Emma (of course), who encouraged 
Joseph (and Hyrum) to remove their garments because she was 
conniving with the mob to have them killed and didn't want 
them to have any divine protection from wearing them. This 
teaching of divine protection from wearing garments was 
another invention of Brigham to help justify the 24/7 
requirement of wearing them as yet another means of control.]

The timing of Joseph's alleged involvement in Masonry is also 
suspicious. They claim Joseph was initiated as an entered 
apprentice Mason on March 15, 1842, and received the fellow 
craft and master degrees the following day. This is nonsensical. 
You don't become a Master Mason in one day. It's like the court 
jester being knighted in one day. Brigham and Heber then claim 
that Joseph introduced the full endowment ceremony which 
included secret signs, tokens, passwords, and penalties (all of 
which exactly mirror Masonic ceremonies), just seven weeks 
later May 4, 1842. (see History of the Church, Vol. 5, pp. 1-2).  
 
Brigham suspiciously claims he secretly received the 
endowment from Joseph that afternoon, May 4th. But there is 
no evidence of this. The first more public but still secret 
endowment ceremonies performed by Brigham (after Joseph's 
death) took eight hours! They were elaborate affairs involving 
numerous support people, actors, costumes, temple clothing, 
garments, tubs for washing, curtains to separate men from 
women, extensive dialogue requiring significant memorization, 
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and sufficient building space and rooms for staging everything. 
We are to believe this was all administered to Brigham and 
conveyed to him in one afternoon, without it being written 
down, and in Joseph's office such that he could replicate it? 
Brigham claims he did just that the very next day, May 5th, 
administering the endowment back to Joseph and Hyrum.  
 
You should ask yourself if you would be able, even the 
following day, to repeat (and reenact) the nearly 13,000-word 
endowment after hearing it for yourself for the first time, let 
alone weeks, months, and years later. It wasn't until 34 years 
later in 1876 that meetings were held to discuss committing the 
endowment to writing. Up until that time, it was claimed to be 
too sacred (secret) to be written down. But, as noted above, it 
was written down by William Clayton when he cribbed it (at 
least the template for it) directly from the Masonic Lodge.  
 
It is also claimed that on May 3rd, just the day before the first 
endowment, Joseph had Lucious Scoville (Worshipful Master 
and architect of the Nauvoo Masonic Lodge) prepare the upper 
floor of his Red Brick Store where these endowments 
purportedly took place with canvas divider curtains, sprigs of 
evergreens, and even an elaborate garden mural painted on the 
wallsτin just one day! And yet, this building where Joseph's 
store and office were located was in constant use. And a daily 
activity log was kept which doesn't mention any of these 
purported activities over those three consecutive days. This log 
also includes even minor purchases made each day at the store, 
including a small purchase of cloth made by Lucious the day 
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before he was supposedly assigned to prepare the room with 
divider curtains. But there is no record during this period of a 
large purchase of the many yards of canvas that would have 
been needed. 
 
In a letter from Heber C. Kimball to Parley P. Pratt, June 17, 
1842, he writes:

Note that, as always, when justifying any of their practices, they 
would first (falsely) attribute them to Joseph ("Joseph says..."). 
HeberΩǎ claim that Masonry was taken from ό{ŀǘŀƴΩǎ ǎŜŎǊŜǘύ 
priesthood makes perfect sense since we know that our temple 
ceremonies are nearly identical to those of Freemasonry. The 
similarities are not coincidental! They were, per Heber, merely 
tweaked back to their perfect form for temple endowments.

But due to ongoing questions and concerns from members as 
to why temple ceremonies under Brigham were completely 
different than the "endowment of power" promised by Joseph 
in Kirtland, the Church, on February 7, 1877 (33 years after 
Joseph's murder), quotes a distant third-hand account from L. 
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John Nuttall who saidτthat Brigham saidτthat Joseph saidτ
concerning temple ceremonies that,

So here again, Brigham falsely linked his creation of temple 
ceremonies (like he did polygamy) to Joseph for credibility, but 
in a way that allowed him to take the credit. People already 
suspected they were creations of Brigham, so why not claim 
that; Yes, I was the one Joseph asked to "organize and 
systematize all these temple ceremonies", thus narcissistically 
implying that Joseph wasn't up to the task but had full 
confidence in him.

And since Brigham made temple marriages and endowments a 
requirement for "exaltation" (a word he coined that is not 
found anywhere in the scriptures except for the 14 times itΩǎ 
used in section 132), this has required the building of hundreds 
of temples so that we all have convenient access. Otherwise, 
we might not have the incentive to pay tithing to get a 
recommend. But even with easy access, we still need to be 
reminded to regularly attend not only to save ourselves, but 
everyone who has ever lived! LǘΩǎ ǇŜǊǇŜǘǳŀƭ enslavement to 
tithing which is used by the church for purposes that are 
entirely discretionary and secret to it alone.  
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Plus, with every trip to the temple we renew secret oaths and 
covenants.

And all this without any opportunity to know 
beforehand what we might be asked to do, just like the secret 
combinations practiced by Cain, Lamech, Akish, Gadianton, 
KishkumenΧ and Brigham. No wonder we are constantly told to

throne; Nor by the earth, for it is his footstool; Neither shalt 
thou swear by thy head, because thou canst not make one 
hair black or white; But let your communication be Yea, yea; 
Nay, nay; for whatsoever cometh of more than these is evil.έ 

 
Also, none of the marriages or ordinances in Joseph's time 
required temples. Neither Joseph nor Hyrum were sealed to 
their wives. Anciently there has only ever been one temple at a 
time. The temple at the time of Christ was a place of worship 
that did not have restricted access. There is no mention in the 
scriptures of marriages or secret endowments playing any part 
temple ceremonies or of them being contingencies to salvation.

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And Joseph only ever talked about the future New Jerusalem 
Temple. He made over 50 references to the Kirtland Chapel (or 
House of the Lord), but he never referred to it as a temple. 
Likewise, he was commanded to build the Nauvoo House as a 
House to the Lord to be used for baptisms for άŎƭƻǎe dead 
ǊŜƭŀǘƛǾŜǎέ, for meetings, offices, and even lodgingsτnone of 
which were secret. And access to it was not restricted. The 
many references today of the Nauvoo Temple may be because 
of conflating it with the Masonic Temple that was being built at 
the same time, and which was commonly referred to simply as 
the Nauvoo Temple. 
 
And, as noted, despite the Lord's deadline for completing the 
Nauvoo House, it was never finished, which resulted in the 
Church being rejected. Then it was destroyed first by arson in 
1848 (probably by order of Brigham) and later by a freak, highly 
localized, and seeming divinely appointed whirlwind.  
 
Instead, work on the Masonic Hall/Temple was given priority 
because there was funding for it and the Saints were 
desperately in need of money, which they earned from working 
on it. Even that was diverted by Brigham as he managed to 
siphon off chunks of those funds. Joseph hotly accused him at 
one point of embezzling $200 per day ($6,000 in today's 
dollars!). 
 
In fact, if you search for the word "temple" in the Doctrine and 
Covenants, there are only a handful of references, and none of 
them refer to a Nauvoo or a Kirtland temple (except

suspiciously in the headings written by the Brighamite Church). 
They only refer to the old Jerusalem temple, the New Jerusalem 
templeΧ and our bodies as temples of His Spirit.

Also, Brigham and Heber had convinced the saints that the 
Masonic oath-based endowment and marriage sealing 
ceremonies needed to be performed in a Masonic-like temple. 
Remember, most of the "Saints" were also Masons and they 
were well familiar with their secret ceremonies. So, this made 
sense to them. Although they finished most of the outside 
stonework, they only finished enough of the top "attic" floor on 
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the interior to start using it for these ceremonies before they 
left Nauvoo.  
 
They also administered plural marriage sealings to the Twelve 
and a few of the secret priesthood insiders who had been 
practicing spiritual wifery. This was done to give those 
adulterous practitioners more legitimacy. But it was done in 
secret because the practice was still considered dangerous, not 
only because it was illegal, but because many devout Saints did 
not yet know of, believe in, or accept the practice. The 
endowment was deemed necessary to force acceptance of 
polygamy by getting everyone to swear allegiance to the 
Twelve and to make other covenants all protected by oaths of 
secrecy against penalty of death (just like the oaths 
administered by Cain and Akish of old).  
 
These oaths of secrecy are so effective that even new temple 
initiates today, all these years later, have no clue beforehand 
what covenants they will be required to make. We participate 
in large groups where most participants have already been 
through before and have become desensitized. New initiates 
look around them and think, άwell if everyone else is doing it, it 
must be okay.έ It's the ultimate peer pressure. Everyone simply 
repeats what they're told. You make the oaths almost before 
you realize what you've said or done. ¢ƘŜǊŜΩǎ ƴƻ ƛƴŦƻǊƳŜŘ 
consent. No one is asked if they understand what they are 
being asked to do and if they are willing to enter into such 
covenants in secret. 
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But the Brighamite endowments were administered only briefly 
in the unfinished Nauvoo House before they abandoned it and 
headed west. Ironically, despite the importance placed on only 
being able to conduct these ceremonies in a Masonic like 
temple, once in the Salt Lake Valley, and without access to a 
temple but still needing to launch their plural marriage system, 
they settled for an "Endowment HouseΦέ The Salt Lake Temple 
was not finished until 46 years later! Yet in this same 
timeframe, Brigham managed to build multiple mansions for 
himself and other significant buildings, some rivaling the 
temple in scope and cost. The temple was simply not a priority 
for him after successfully launching plural marriage.  
 
As they were making final preparations to leave Nauvoo, an 
attempt was made to sell the unfinished building to the 
Catholics. Although the Catholic representatives showed 
interest in purchasing it, Brigham decided to try and lease it to 
them instead since he intended to return in a few years and 
reclaim it (to avoid the stigma of the church being rejected). He 
promised to use the payments to finish the building. But this 
was less interesting to them and so this opportunity fell 
through. So, the building fell into ruin, burned due to arson, 
and was finally leveled by a freak whirlwind. Many believe the 
fire was ordered by Brigham to collect insurance. And there 
was precedence among the Brighamite saints for this practice.  
 
Again, Joseph did not introduce Masonic based temple 
ceremonies and rituals. This was all invented by Brigham and 
Heber to hide and protect their secret practice of spiritual

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wifery ritualized and recast as plural, and then άCelestialέ 
marriage.  
 
And again, there is no scriptural foundation for multiple 
temples nor for their use as practiced in the church today. 
Before Christ, their use was centered around sacrifices under 
the law of Moses. The laver, or font, was used by the priests to 
wash in, not for baptisms (laver means to wash). And there is 
no connection to Solomon's temple. There are only superficial 
similarities between it and Masonic temples. Most say 
Freemasonry originated in the 12-1300's. Plus, Christ declared 
that all former practices including sacrifices under the law of 
Moses (The Old Testament) was completed in Him. He taught 
that the new covenant (The New Testament) is coming to Him 
in faith, repentance, and baptism. Period.

The Brighamite mafia, besides planning and executing the 
deaths of Joseph, Hyrum, and Samuel in 1844 (and probably 
Don Carlos in 1841) to take over the Church, acted in many 
other nefarious ways, including extortion, murder, robbery, 
intimidation, counterfeiting, embezzlement of church funds, 
and of course, spiritual wifery. Whenever they were discovered 
or confronted by others, they would say they were acting on 
the orders of Joseph. And if such persons threatened to expose 
them, they were often killed. The Secret Chamber taught that 
non-Mormon άgentilesέ were the enemy of God and should be 
targeted and exploited. This was the main reason why the 
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Saints were persecuted wherever they went and why they were 
driven from place to place and out of the states of Illinois, Ohio, 
and Missouri. It wasn't just for having different religious beliefs. 
There were plenty of other denominations that weren't 
persecuted and driven for their unique beliefs. 
 
These Gadianton-style secret-combination activities only 
intensified after the murders of the Smiths. They targeted not 
only non-Mormon gentiles, but even saints that were not 
supportive of Brigham. They were labeled apostates. They even 
exploited the main body of the faithful after they were captive 
in Utah since they were the only ones left to exploit. Brigham 
and his dupes were driven by greed, lust, and power. 
 
One early resident of Salt Lake City wrote:

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Brigham's involvement in cheating and counterfeiting did not 
end after departing Nauvoo. For example, it was reported by 
some of the original settlers of Utah that the gold coins of Zion 
that were coined by Brigham Young and were once considered 
the official money of the Kingdom were άonly worth about 
$4.30έ despite having a face ǾŀƭǳŜ ƻŦ άFive Dollarsέ. 
 
An article in the Hawk-Eye and Iowa Patriot in September 1841 
alleged that church members were guilty of thefts in and 
around Hancock County, Illinois, and Lee County, Iowa 
Territory. In response, Joseph, apparently ignorant of the 
extent of the Mormon involvement, was forced to publish 
an affidavit in the December 1, 1841 issue of the Times and 
Seasons stating that he had never taught church members to

It is thus clear that Joseph knew and acknowledged a Mormon 
mafia was operating and ruining the Church's reputation 
wherever they went and that they were blaming him for 
sanctioning their atrocities. However, he probably did not know 
to what extent.  
 
If Joseph was the first modern-day prophet, then Brigham was 
the first modern-day Gadianton. LǘΩǎ ŀ well-established pattern. 
Ever since Cain, Satan has succeeded in introducing oath based 
secret combinations among /ƘǊƛǎǘΩǎ people. In the following 
verses in Helaman, we substitute άSaintsέ for άNephitesέ: 
 

Helaman 6:21 But behold, Satan did stir up the hearts of the 
more part of the [Saints], insomuch that they did unite with 
[.ǊƛƎƘŀƳΩǎ] bands of robbers, and did enter into their 
covenants and their oaths, that they would protect and 
preserve one another in whatsoever difficult circumstances 
they should be placed, that they should not suffer for their 
murders, and their plunderings, and their stealings. 
 
22 And it came to pass that they did have their signs, yea, 
their secret signs, and their secret words; and this that they 
might distinguish a brother who had entered into the 
covenant, that whatsoever wickedness his brother should do 
he should not be injured by his brother, nor by those who did 
belong to his band, who had taken this covenant. 
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23 And thus they might murder, and plunder, and steal, and 
commit whoredoms and all manner of wickedness, contrary to 
the laws of their country and also the laws of their God. 
 
24 And whosoever of those who belonged to their band should 
reveal unto the world of their wickedness and their 
abominations, should be tried, not according to the laws of 
their country, but according to the laws of their wickedness, 
which had been given by Gadianton and Kishkumen. 
 
25 Now behold, it is these secret oaths and covenants which 
Alma commanded his son should not go forth unto the world, 
lest they should be a means of bringing down the people unto 
destruction. 
 
26 Now behold, those secret oaths and covenants did not 
come forth unto Gadianton from the records which were 
delivered unto Helaman; but behold, they were put into the 
heart of Gadianton by that same being who did entice our first 
parents to partake of the forbidden fruitτ 
 
27 Yea, that same being who did plot with Cain, that if he 
would murder his brother Abel it should not be known unto 
the world. And he did plot with Cain and his followers from 
that time forth. 
 
28 And also it is that same being who put it into the hearts of 
the people to build a tower sufficiently high that they might 
get to heaven. And it was that same being who led on the 
people who came from that tower into this land; who spread 
the works of darkness and abominations over all the face of 
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the land, until he dragged the people down to an entire 
destruction, and to an everlasting hell. 
 
29 Yea, it is that same being who put it into the heart of 
[Brigham] to still carry on the work of darkness, and of secret 
murder; and he has brought it forth from the beginning of 
man even down to this time. 
 
30 And behold, it is he who is the author of all sin. And behold, 
he doth carry on his works of darkness and secret murder, and 
doth hand down their plots, and their oaths, and their 
covenants, and their plans of awful wickedness, from 
generation to generation according as he can get hold upon 
the hearts of the children of men. 
 
31 And now behold, he had got great hold upon the hearts of 
the [Saints]; yea, insomuch that they had become exceedingly 
wicked; yea, the more part of them had turned out of the way 
of righteousness, and did trample under their feet the 
commandments of God, and did turn unto their own ways, 
and did build up unto themselves idols of their gold and their 
silver. 
 
34 And thus we see that the [Brighamite Saints] did begin to 
dwindle in unbelief, and grow in wickedness and 
abominations, while the [the true followers of Joseph] began 
to grow exceedingly in the knowledge of their God; yea, they 
did begin to keep his statutes and commandments, and to 
walk in truth and uprightness before him. 
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35 And thus we see that the Spirit of the Lord began to 
withdraw from the [Brighamite Saints], because of the 
wickedness and the hardness of their hearts.

Organized crime was a rampant problem in Illinois, Indiana, 
Ohio, and IowaΧ suspiciously, just when the Mormons were 
there. They were operating exactly as described in the above 
verses mutually protected by Gadianton style secret signs, 
secret words, and oaths. However, ƛǘ ǿŀǎƴΩǘ Ƨǳǎǘ Mormons. 
Many likeminded gentiles were part of the band of robbers. 
They were collectively known as The Banditti of the Prairies 
(Wikipedia). A historically validated and highly recommended 
book by that name was written by a private investigator named 
Edward Bonney who succeeded in tracking down and arresting 
several members of one outlaw gang who were subsequently 
convicted of committing a particularly heinous murder of a 
Colonel Charles Davenport in a robbery gone wrong.  
 
Robert Birch, one of the apprehended gang members, turned 
State's evidence hoping to avoid the death penalty and made a 
detailed confession implicating fellow gang members. In it, he 
described meeting with Brigham Young who wanted to be 
included in the planned robbery. Birch met with him because 
he knew Brigham was the Mormon crime boss. He therefore 
asked the other members of his gang who were planning the 
robbery if they were willing to allow Brigham to join them. They 
declined, partly because they didn't want to dilute their take 
but more so, they said, because they didn't trust him. This

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meeting is interesting for several reasons. First because 
Brigham could only have known about the planned robbery by 
being deeply embedded in the extended crime ring. Also, it 
confirmed the Mormon element in organized crime in and 
around Nauvoo. Plus, it was a rare instance of Brigham Young 
himself risking direct involvement in a robbery rather than 
assigning someone else to do it for him. He was apparently 
motivated by the rumored size of the take. He would have 
benefited either way, but this time he clearly wanted all the 
profit for himself. It's also interesting that the gang knew he 
couldn't be trusted. 
 
By 1844 Joseph had become aware of not only what was going 
on but who was involved. Although he may not have had the 
proof, he had sufficient evidence to assign William Marks, who 
was both Stake President and President of the High Council, to 
act against them just two weeks before he was murdered. 
Marks was one of the last and most faithful to Joseph, but even 
he may have been confused as to what to believe when 
Brigham and the Twelve assured him Joseph was behind 
everything the secret chamber was doing. 
 
The secret chamber doubtless learned of Joseph's intentions 
since they had spies everywhere and Joseph had few friends 
left by that time. This likely influenced the timing of their 
murders. It is also no accident that John Taylor and Willard 
Richards (Brigham's first cousin), despite not being under 
arrest, voluntarily placed themselves with Joseph and Hyrum in 
Carthage to make sure the murders took place. The "mob" they 
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recruited was there as backup and to take the blame. Taylor 
was deep into spiritual wifery (as was Richards), but 
significantly, he had control of the printing press and of the 
plates and dies used for counterfeiting. They had much to lose 
if they were outed by Joseph.

Brigham employed scores and eventually hundreds of enforcers 
and assassins known by various names such as: the Danites, the 
Destroying Angels, the Avenging Angels, the Strikers, the Secret 
Police, Brigham's Posse, and the Whittling Whistling Brigade. 
The preferred name seemed to be "The DanitesΦέ Brigham 
made the following comment regarding them which is telling:

Many of us know about the Whittling and Whistling Brigade 
from church art and stories depicting them as a benign bunch 
of young boys who wandered around the streets of Nauvoo 
with pocketknives whittling on sticks and whistling as boys do. 
The idea being that if they see a stranger in Nauvoo or 
someone who looks like they mean harm, they are supposed to 
follow them and whittle and whistle; not only to annoy them, 
but also to notify others that there's a problem going on so that 
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more boys will show up and eventually this person or this 
stranger who's in town and who potentially means no good will 
get fed up and he'll leave town just because it's so annoying 
and bothersome that all these boys are whittling and whistling.  
 

 
 
That, at least, is the perception the Church attempts to portray. 
However, the reality was something much more sinister and 
threatening. They were not young boys, but in fact they were 
full grown young men and adults. They were also not whittling 
with pocket-knives. They were brandishing ten- to fourteen-
inch-long Bowie knives. A dozen or more of them would press 
close to a Brighamite dissenter or a suspicious gentile. Their 
incessant whittling with those large knives was enough to strike 
terror in the heart of any victim who would invariably get out of 
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town as fast as their legs would carry them. And that is how 
several "dissenters" were gotten rid of out of Nauvoo.  
For example, William Marks, the humiliated former Stake 
President of Nauvoo and Joseph loyalist, saw what was 
happening and voluntarily left town amid this hostile 
environment thus leading Brigham Young to wryly observe that

They were mostly active in Nauvoo following Joseph's murder 
to eliminate opposition to Brigham. Their actions often went 
beyond mere intimidation. One witness in Nauvoo saw a 
dissenter being "whittled" by about 20 men kicking him down 
and pushing him in the mud for three quarters of a mile. Others 
were thrashed, sometimes to death, and/or sprayed with privy 
(outhouse) contents which they termed "the beastly 
anointingΦέ These practices continued in Utah. 
 
There were many employed in this service, but some of the 
more infamous include Porter Rockwell, Bill Hickman, Hosea 
Stout, Abraham O. Smoot, and John D. Lee. As one of the one of 
the principle and later scapegoated participants in the 
"Mountain Meadows Massacre", Lee later testified:

Bill Hickman became Brigham's chief hit man in Utah Territory. 
Although Orrin Porter Rockwell did not keep a record of his 
work, Hosea Stout and Bill Hickman did. They provide useful 
first-hand, contemporary evidence of the dark side of Brigham 
Young and the secret combination he led in Nauvoo and later in 
the Utah Territory. These men kept King Brigham in power and 
wealth, surrounded by his many wives. They also shielded him 
and others from justice. 
 
William Hickman's story is especially revealing. He wrote it as a 
sort of confession that his many murders were committed out 
of religious zeal and support of Brigham Young that he only 
later realized was misplaced. After leaving Utah and the church, 
he died penniless, sick, and alone. (See John Beadle's, Bill 
Hickman: Brigham Young's Destroying Angel, and Hope A. 
Hilton, Wild Bill Hickman and the Mormon Frontier).

Brigham initially justified murder protected by oaths of secrecy 
sworn under the umbrella of "the secret priesthoodΦέ When 
those killings started to become more of an open secret, he 
then came out publicly with his doctrine of Blood Atonement. 
This required certain sins to be punished by spilling the blood of 
the supposed guilty.  
 
What sin would merit such a punishment? It was whatever they 
wanted but primarily άevil speaking of the Lord's anointedΦέ 
And, of course, the Lord's anointed was Brigham Young. So, you 
ǿŜǊŜ ǎǳōƧŜŎǘ ǘƻ ōŜƛƴƎ ά.ƭƻƻŘ !ǘƻƴŜŘέ ƛŦ ȅƻǳ ǿŜǊŜ critical or 
non-supportive of him or his doctrine of polygamy. But the 
scriptures teach that only Jesus Christ was capable of making an 
atonement by virtue of being sinless and that only through 
repentance can we be forgiven of our sins. So, how is it possible 
to atone for our own sins and receive forgiveness, not by 
repenting, but by having our own blood spilled?  
 
Brigham would ask if anyone loved their neighbor well enough 
to save them by ratting them out to his enforcers or even by 
performing the blood atonement rituals themselves. 
Remember the admonition άevery member a ƳƛǎǎƛƻƴŀǊȅέΚ 
Well, this was άevery member an executionerΦέ He also used 
this doctrine to justify the killing of gentiles passing through, 
especially if they were well to do. This included government 
representatives sent to manage them. Blood atonement was 
therefore very broad in both its definition and its execution. 
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.ƭƻƻŘ hŀǘƘǎ 
Members of the Secret Chamber ŀƴŘ .ǊƛƎƘŀƳΩǎ ŜƴŦƻǊŎŜƳŜƴǘ 
squads also took secret blood oaths to not reveal their 
activities. So, any among them with loose lips were subject to 
the penalty of death. And like άMission Impossibleέ operatives, 
any careless enough to be caught by authorities were on their 
own. All knowledge of them would be disavowed. And if they 
talked, their families would be tortured and killed. And they 
themselves were not safe even in jail. So, none dared squeal 
even when they felt betrayed by their gadianton brothers. 
 
These oaths and penalties were also integrated into the temple 
endowment and were not removed until 1990! Since I received 
my own endowment in 1971, I spent nearly 20 years speaking 
and ritualistically enacting the slitting of the throat, breast, and 
abdomen. They are so engrained in my mind that even after 
they were removed, the wording and the hand gestures still 
pass through my mind when going through an endowment 
session. The following is an excerpt of the pre-1990 
endowment:

This ritualistic representation of slitting the throat was followed 
by two more tokens with names, signs and penalties which 
represented the slitting of the chest to remove the heart, and 
the slitting of the stomach to disembowel and spill the guts.  
 
The term, "Spill your guts!", to get someone to confess, is taken 
from this Masonic oath. The original endowment instituted by 
Brigham was even more graphic in its description of the 
penalties. But the endowment has been modified many times 
over the years.  
 
Another change was to the words used in the prayer circle 
where we ǳǎŜŘ ǘƻ ŎƘŀƴǘ άtŜ [Ŝ 9ƭέ όtŀȅ ƭŀy el) three times while 
raising and lowering the hands. The words in this ritualistic 
chant are ƴƻǿ ǊŜǇƭŀŎŜŘ ōȅ άhƘ DƻŘ ƘŜar the words of my 
mouthΦέ Even with this change in words, it still gives off a 
definite satanic ritual vibe. The Hebrew meaning of Pe Le El is 
loosely άHear us wonderous godΦέ But clearly the god 
referenced in Mormon/Masonic ceremonies is Lord Lucifer:

William Smith, Joseph's younger brother, was one of the 
original 12 apostles. Brigham was therefore forced to carefully 
manage William as a Smith insider and to hide things from him 
when possible. In his attempts to groom William, Brigham took 
advantage of the fact that William was sometimes contentious 
with Joseph. He was known to be hot-headed and had 
sometimes fought with him as brothers do if not more so due 
to his temperament. Brigham may have succeeded to a degree 
in that William's loyalties seemed to sometimes waver and he 
may have been temporarily seduced into the teachings of 
Brigham's secret priesthood.  
 
However, whatever sympathies William had for Brigham and 
others of the Twelve based on their close associations, they 
quickly vanished by the time his brother was murdered. William 
was therefore a liability who had at least some inside 
knowledge of the quoǊǳƳΩǎ ǎŜŎǊŜǘ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘƛŜǎΦ ¢ƘŜǊŜŦƻǊŜΣ ƘŜ ǿŀǎ 
seriously threatened, and attempts were made on his life that 
fortunately failed. He nevertheless became very vocal following 
Joseph's murder and began accusing Brigham and his inner 
circle of murder, spiritual wifery, and taking over the church.

William Smith also revealed that they referred to themselves as 
the "Secret ChamberΦέ Notably, there are two references to 
"secret chambers" in D&C 38: 
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13 And now I show unto you a mystery, a thing which is had 
in secret chambers, to bring to pass even your destruction in 
process of time, and ye knew it not; 
28 And again, I say unto you that the enemy in the secret 
chambers seeketh your lives. 

 
Note that these warnings to Joseph were fulfilled!

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In Utah, Brigham's teaching of blood atonement was used to 
keep the saints in line. They were always fearful they would be 
found guilty of something. Significantly, no one was allowed to 
leave Utah alive who had become apostate, disgruntled, or 
likely to give a bad report on polygamy, Brigham, or the church. 
Those who tried to escape rarely made it very far before it was 
reported they had been killed by the "Indians." Or wild animals. 
Or had died of cholera. Or had simply disappeared. Brigham's 
so-called bodyguards and policemen were assassins charged to 
carry out his death sentences. They committed scores of 
murders, many of which they later admitted to. Poisoning was a 
more discrete method used to eliminate those unsupportive of 
Brigham and polygamy. There are many suspicious and 
untimely deaths reported in journals, especially involving 
unhappy or unwanted polygamist wives. And many of these are 
tied to "doctor" Willard Richards. 
 
Thomas Stenhouse, a firsthand witness and confidante of 
Brigham, wrote the following in 1873 after twenty years as a 
devoted and highly respected member of the Church, first as a 
missionary in England, and then in Utah after following the 
Saints there:

Today, blood atonement is not openly practiced for evil 
speaking of the Lord's anointed. But it is still taught as a 
theoretical doctrine. And a similar fear is instilled in members 
with the threat of being labeled apostate and of being 
excommunicated and shunned. Just asking difficult questions 
puts you in jeopardy. You are discredited, your social standing 
is diminished, and you are looked at suspiciously by family and 
friends.

William Clayton was baptized in England by Heber Kimball. 
Unlike Heber and Brigham, he was educated with skills in 
English, spelling, and penmanship. He was also a talented 
musician. He therefore became one of their most useful and 
devoted followers. He was used extensively in writing affidavits, 
modifying records, copying Masonic texts, and even as a spy 
and one of Brigham's police force. Although his journals have 
not been officially released, church historian insider, Robert C. 
Fillerup, was allowed to view and make notes on some of them 
which were somehow leaked. But even this limited accidental 
release has proven to be very damaging to the church. It was 
once thought they would be released by 2017. The current soft 
release date is 2026.

Besides doing the biddings of Brigham and Heber, Clayton 
apparently served as a clerk for public business during the 
Nauvoo era until he was dismissed for stealing funds. James 
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Whitehead, personal secretary to Joseph Smith at the time of

can't be verified, and no revelations have ever been found 
which were recorded by Clayton. It is therefore surprising that 
Clayton claims in his 1876 affidavits that he acted as scribe to 
the revelation on polygamy in Section 132 and that he was the 
sole witness who recorded it from Joseph's lips. Fortunately, 
what we have from Clayton's journals provide insights into his 
activities including his own early participation in spiritual 
wifery.

William Clayton had never been to America and therefore had 
no exposure to the Cochranites. Yet, based on nine entries in 
his mission journals, he is engaging in foot-washing and 
something crossed out with his extra-marital mistresses like 
Sarah Crooks: "Sarah washed my feet @@@@@@@." See:

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He was most likely taught this practice by his mentor, Heber, 
because we see similar entries in Heber's journal. In one you 
can still read the portion he or someone attempted to erase, 
"washed our feet and went to bedΦέ The nine entries in 
Clayton's journal span a period of about six weeks starting in 
April 1840. Some of these episodes were with Sarah alone. 
Others were with her sister Rebecca, a Sister Poole, a Mrs. 
Bradford, a Sister H., and Sister H. Walker (possibly the same 
woman). We know he was already infatuated with Sarah from a 
journal entry 3 months earlier in January. In all, he mentions 
her 84 times by nameτ17 times by her full name. Whereas, he 
never mentions his wife, Ruth Moon, by name. In 26 references 
to her he simply states, wrote to, or received a letter from "my 
wife". 
 
Later in Nauvoo after his mission, Clayton is still pining for 
Sarah and manages to bring her to Nauvoo by paying her 
moving expenses. She arrived May 31, 1843. This was likely 
authorized by Brigham and Heber. But as part of their effort to 
pin everything related to spiritual wifery on Joseph, they had 
Clayton produce yet another affidavit in Utah February 16, 
1874, saying it was Joseph. To help support this narrative, the 
following entry was inserted into his journal:

There are many problems with this story. First, it directly 
conflicts with his own claim, also by affidavit, that Joseph 
wasn't given the revelation on polygamy until July 12, 1843, 
which wasn't until 5 months after this purported account. Also, 
we know Clayton would have been lying to Joseph about the 
nature of his relationship with Sarah because we have his 
Mission Journals. And having lied about this relationship, 
Joseph would have naturally dropped the subject. Instead, we 
are to swallow that Joseph not only saw through his lie but was 
supportive of him having a mistress telling him to send for her 
anyway and offering to pay what would have been a substantial 
sum for her travel expenses. Then, without resolving his 
deceptive lie, Clayton accepts money from Joseph to bring his 
extra-marital lover to Nauvoo. We must also believe that 
Joseph must have been privy to gossip where he learned of 
/ƭŀȅǘƻƴΩǎ ƳƛǎǘǊŜǎǎ ƛƴ 9ƴƎƭŀƴŘ thus prompting him to proactively 
seek out Clayton to help him realize his adulterous desires.  
 
Up to this moment Clayton was unaware of Joseph's teaching 
on plural marriage. So, his prior relationship with Sarah would 
have constituted adultery, which Joseph was apparently okay 
with. Also, note the light-hearted way Joseph unnecessarily 
adds: "It is your privilege to have all the wives you wantΦέ Then 
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we are to further believe that Joseph would unnecessarily risk 
his own secret practice by disclosing the names of three of his 
plural wives while adding that there were even more besides. 
This to a lowly clerk he had previously fired for embezzlement, 
who was spying on him, and who he believed was part of the 
secret priesthood already practicing spiritual wifery! All these 
carefully crafted details make more sense as an agenda-based 
narrative created by Brigham to bolster his narrative of Joseph's 
involvement in polygamy rather than a real conversation with 
the Prophet Joseph. 
 
Events of that period also don't fit the Clayton narrative. In 
February 1843, Joseph Smith was still in or just coming out of 7 
to 9 months of hiding to avoid arrest after having been falsely 
accused of the attempted assassination of Missouri Governor 
Lilburn Boggs. And, just before going into hiding, he was in 
court in a crucial case against Chauncey Higbee who he was 
suing for slander for accusing him of teaching and practicing 
spiritual wifery! It is therefore highly unlikely that Joseph would 
have foolishly disclosed that he was in fact engaging in such 
activity, giving out names of his wives, and encouraging lowly 
Clayton to do the same. Nevertheless, the Church wants us to 
believe that the first thing Joseph did after coming out of hiding 
was to seek out William Clayton, offer to help him by teaching 
him the details of spiritual wifery three months before allegedly 
disclosing it to the "Quorum of the Anointed", adding that it

It's also interesting that Catherine Lewis who was in Nauvoo at 
the time mentions in her book that an Elder solicited money 
άfor the churchέ but used it to bring his concubine from 
England to Nauvoo. This could well refer to Clayton and Sarah. 
It could also be that the money Clayton embezzled was used for 
this purpose. In any case, Clayton's journal continues:

Unfortunately, things did not work out between William and 
Sarah. Or perhaps things did not work out between his wife 
Ruth and Sarah. Because the next mention of Sarah in his 
journal is when she visits his home a year later married to a 
William Cook, having turned against the church, evidently 
awakened to the spiritual wifery scam:

So, although Sarah did marry a William C, it was William Cook 
not William Clayton, and she was now a Cook, not a Crooks and 
not a Clayton. Clear? (!ƴŘ ƛǘΩǎ ōetter to be a Cook than a Crook) 

 
The final journal entry to mention Sarah was June 28, 1844:

But this reference to Sarah seems suspiciously formal, 
especially in a personal journal. Would you refer to your former 
mistress in your own journal as if you were introducing her as 
some random woman to an unknown audience? Anyway, these 
obvious journal fabrications were all part of an effort to create 
a consistent polygamy narrative.  
 

Everything was about polygamy. 
 
It is also interesting to note that Robert C. Fillerup, the

nowhere to be found.  
 
This affidavit, along with 40 more signed by alleged wives of 
Joseph Smith were all created at the same time as part of an 
effort to counter the damage done to the polygamy narrative 
following the visits of David and Alexander Smith who had 
come to Salt Lake two years previous on missions to defend 
their father and affirm that he had not practiced polygamy. This 
caused several members to leave the church, especially those 
who already knew or suspected this. Hence, the need to 
manufacture evidence to the contrary. Brigham assigned this 
agenda-based affidavit project to his counselor Joseph F. Smith. 
They wanted as many affidavits as possible. 
 
Joseph F. expressed frustration in finding any actual evidence. 
He therefore resorted to creating what he needed which we 
see by nearly all the affidavits being created as fill-in-the-blank 
forms in his handwriting. To understand his character and 
willingness to do this, we need to pause a moment on Clayton 
and introduce Joseph F. Smith, the son of Hyrum.

Joseph F. was only 5 when his father Hyrum was murdered. His 
mother, Mary Fielding, was born in England in 1801 and 
emigrated to Toronto Canada in 1834 where she became close 
friends with John Taylor who introduced her to the church 
through missionary Parley Pratt. She was baptized in 1836 and 
moved to Kirkland in early 1837. A few months later she 
became the second wife of Hyrum shortly after his first wife 
died. Just weeks after Hyrum was murdered and having no 
other means of support, she apparently became a plural wife to 
Heber Kimball. So, she and Joseph F. were the only "Smiths" 
who followed Brigham to Utah. It is not clear how sympathetic 
she was to Heber and Brigham before the murders of Hyrum 
and Joseph and whether she knew about their practice of 
spiritual wifery. 
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In any case, Joseph F. was raised with essentially no allegiance 
to or memory of either his father Hyrum or his uncle Joseph. 
And he was said to have been a άwild childέ in his growing up 
years. He was entirely groomed by Heber and Brigham. Sadly, 
Joseph F. also lost his mother, Mary, when he was just 14. Mary 
died (some say suspiciously) in 1852 just as polygamy was being 
made public. It is therefore possible that Mary was an unhappy 
plural wife, awakened to the scam, and perhaps fell victim to 
Willard's doctor skills.  
 
Joseph F was a troubled youth who lacked a moral compass. He 
blamed this on the loss of his parents. He was volatile and 
prone to bullying. While just a teenager he beat up the School 
Master bragging άL ƭƛŎƪŜŘ ƘƛƳ ƎƻƻŘ ŀƴŘ ǇƭŜƴǘȅΗέ This led to him 
being expelled from school. With no one to take care of him, 
they sent him on a mission to a primitive Hawaiian island at the 
age of 15 where mere survival was difficult. While there he 
recorded in his journal a cruel event. Rudely awakened by a 
άyawlingέ cat, he and his companions decided to take revenge 
by tying it up and then stoning and decapitating it.  
 
While visiting Carthage after his mission, he encountered a man 
who was present at the murders of his father Hyrum and Uncle 
Joseph. Indoctrinated to take revenge on anyone favorable to 
those deaths, he so enquired of the man while tightly gripping 
an open pocketknife ready to strike him in the heart. He only 
relaxed his grip when the man said he did not approve. 
However, his hot temper and violent outbursts did not abate. 
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At 20 he married his 16-year-old first cousin Levira Smith. A 
year after being ordained an apostle, she accused him of 
beating her. A doctor had recommended bed rest for her and 
Joseph F Smith told her to stay in bed. She relates that after he

ŘƛǎƻōŜȅŜŘ ƘƛƳΦϦ His abusive and controlling behavior did not end 
and she ultimately divorced him.  
 
Steven Taysom, an active LDS member and professor of 
philosophy and comparative religion at Cleveland State 
University recounts in his biography of Joseph F Smith that he 
attacked and nearly beat to death his neighbor, James McNight, 
who was married to his cousin. Smith had just returned from a 
day at the temple and was furious that McNightΩǎ livestock 
continually trespassed and ate his feed. Confronting him at his 
door and not receiving satisfaction, Joseph beat him senseless 
with a walking stick and left him bleeding in the street. When 
McKnight's wife went over to her cousin's house to find out 
what had happened, Joseph F Smith informed her that her 
husband ought to consider himself lucky, that if he hadn't 
suddenly found the strength to crawl away, he had "intended 
to turn the butt end of his cudgel and apply it to his head." The 
beating was so severe that McKnight bled internally and 
remained unable to leave the house for weeks. Even a year 
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later he was still in pain and several doctors told him that the 
beating had probably taken years off of his life." 
 
Joseph F Smith was physically strong as can be seen in the 
above picture of him on the beach in his 70s. His physique and 
volatile temperament made him a legitimate threat to anybody 
he disliked. Perhaps more disturbing was that he remained 
unrepentant, believing he was justified and had taught 
McKnight a valuable lesson. This is the mentality of a sociopath 
if not a psychopath. 
 
Beyond these acts of violence and more to the point of honesty 
regarding the bogus affidavits, it has been documented that 
Joseph F Smith lied repeatedly to the US Senate and to the 
Press concerning polygamy. Also, Apostle Anthony Ivan quoted

WƻǎŜǇƘ C {ƳƛǘƘΩǎ fill-in-the-blank affidavits show a pattern of 
lies and deceptions. And they were all rubber stamped by the 
same notary who failed to catch obvious errors, as per his duty,  
in the spelling of names. I will touch more on these problems 
later, but one example is Thomas GroverΩǎ ŀŦŦƛŘŀǾƛǘ claiming he 
was άsealed or marriedέ to two women on the same day. But 
one of them had died two years previous and the sealing was 
only being performed posthumously and therefore was not 
polygamous. Also, the άL ǿŀǎ sealed or married to Josephέ 
wording used in most of the affidavits was deliberately 
deceptive. Brigham had his only legal wife, Mary Ann, sign such 
an affidavit thus implying her sealing made her a polygamous 
wife. This was simply deceptive.

Returning now to Clayton, in the following journal entry, 
Clayton reveals several things: that he is spying on Joseph and 
Hyrum for Heber, that there is a secret priesthood, and that he 
has discovered Hyrum, and others are plotting to entrap them 
(members of the secret priesthood) in it.

Knowing this, is it plausible that Joseph would entrust the 
recording of one of the most important and sensitive 
revelations of his life, D&C 132, to someone who had never 
recorded any other revelation, who he had been forced to 
dismiss for embezzlement, who he suspected was involved 
spiritual wifery, who was a member of the secret priesthood, 
and who was spying on him?

It was Brigham who originally claimed that William Clayton was 
present when Joseph and Hyrum allegedly received this 
revelation on July 12, 1843. As evidence, he produced yet 
another affidavit supposedly written by Clayton about how it 
transpired. Conveniently, this ŘƛŘƴΩǘ surface until December 
1879, after Clayton had passed away. The convoluted story of 
the origin of the revelation in Section 132 starts with William 
Clayton as sole witness claiming (in 1876) he recorded it from 
Joseph's lips on July 12, 1843. This is according to a typed

Clayton relates that Joseph then fearfully presented it to his 
wife, Emma, who immediately rejected it. But still she managed 
to "tease" it away from him, and promptly burn it in the 
fireplace (as if that would nullify a revelation from God). But 
fortunately, despite it being ultra secret, Newel K. Whitney 
somehow had it before Emma did, and apparently through 
divine providence directed his assistant storekeeper, Joseph 
Kingsbury, to make a copy of the original before it was taken 
and destroyed by the God-defying Emma. From Whitney, the 
now lone copy of this ultra secret revelation inexplicably fell 
into the hands of Brigham Young (who was not in Joseph's inner 
circle), who then kept it locked away in his desk drawer hidden 
from the world for nine years until 1852. Whitney, of course, 
was dead by the time this story was manufactured and unable 
to corroborate it. So, to affirm it, Brigham had Kingsbury write 
an affidavit (of course) in 1886 attesting to having made the 
copy. (It seems Kingsbury had fallen on hard times and was 
destitute, but miraculously came into a small fortune shortly 
after producing the affidavit.)  
 
Brigham created the story of Emma burning the revelation as 
part of his effort to discredit her. This required expanding the 
story to include how a copy was made:

In 1882 Wilford Woodruff repeats and elaborates on Brigham's 
unsubstantiated claims by inventing not only what Emma said, 
but what she was thinking. It's amazing that either Brigham or 
one of his trusted allies was always present like a fly on the wall 
to witness and record these private conversations:

This purported burning of the revelation that required a 
"teasing" ploy on the part of Emma to coax the document out 
of Joseph's hands is pure invention. There is no support 
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whatsoever by the church to back Brigham's or Woodruff's 
claims. Conversely, we do have published writings and 
witnessed statements of the Smiths. Those made by Emma to 
various interviewers after her husband's murder are 
particularly telling such as in Apostle Jason Briggs' Interview 
with Emma Smith Bidamon:

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Note the above interviewer asserts his understanding that 
William Clayton delivered the revelation to Emma, whereas 
Clayton's 1876 affidavit version alleges that Joseph and Hyrum 
discussed which of them [Joseph or Hyrum] should present it to 
Emma. These numerous differing accounts the church puts 
forth typify the pattern of hearsay-based evidence that we see 
throughout official LDS history. 
 
It's a classic web of lies. "Oh, what a tangled web we weave, 
when first we practice to deceive." Lying always has unforeseen 
consequences. One lie leads to another, the lies multiply, and 
we become trapped in dishonesty. You must remember all the 
details of the lie rather than your true memory to keep the lie 
going when others ask about it.

For example, July 12, 1843, the date they picked for this 
revelation was supposed to precede the rumored dates of 
when the Twelve began their practice of spiritual wifery in 
Nauvoo.

Since the problems in Section 132 begin with this 1843 date, 
the Church altered its heading in the 1981 edition of the 
Doctrine and Covenants which now states:

"...the conditions of this law are these: All covenants, 
contracts, bonds, obligations, oaths, vows, performances, 
connections, associations, or expectations, that are not made 
and entered into and sealed by the Holy Spirit of promise, of 
him who is anointed, both as well for time and for all eternity, 
and that too most holy, by revelation and commandment 
through the medium of mine anointed, whom I have 
appointed on the earth to hold this power (and I have 
appointed unto my servant Joseph to hold this power in the 
last days, and there is never but one on the earth at a time on 
whom this power and the keys of this priesthood are 
conferred), are of no efficacy, virtue, or force in and after the 
resurrection from the dead; for all contracts that are not made 
unto this end have an end when men are dead. 

 
This is not the language of God. But it's also not the first-time 
men of learning thought it would be easy to write scripture that 
sounded like God. Other than cobbling together fragments of 
other scripture from the D&C to sound like revelation, they 
simply do not succeed. Note also the heavy-handed usage of "I 
am the Lord thy God" or "saith the Lord thy God" (37 times!), 
and how those not in full conformity, particularly Emma, "shall 
be destroyed" (11 times!).

Also, the ink color, handwriting, font size, margin width, word 
usage, spelling, and writing style of the last six verses are 
different than those of the 60 preceding verses, even though 
continued on the same paper of the eighth page, thus proving 
that Kingsbury didn't make the copy, and that changes were 
still being made after the initial drafting. They also claim that 
Kingsbury made this 8-page, 3,522-word neatly handwritten 
copy in only 45 minutes in one go, and then read it back and 
confirmed it to be without error. If you think this is possible, 
you can try it yourself. And, for what it's worth, Section 132 
bears SatanΩǎ ссс ǎƛƎƴŀǘǳǊŜτ the sum 1+3+2 = 6 plus 66 verses, 
together make 666 (Also 132/2=66).  
 
Significantly, these last verses reverse the requirement in the

But obviously, neither Emma, nor 
anyone else we know of, was ever destroyed by God for not 
consenting... unless you count those who were murdered for 
not cooperating, often by poisoning.

The other problems with this manufactured revelation are 
legion and obvious. Its authenticity is easily destroyed not only 
by the ridiculous story of how it came about (its provenance), 
and its inconsistent style compared to Joseph's other 
revelations, but also by its contradictory scriptural content.  
 
One of the most glaring problems is the naive attempt (in 
verses 1, 34-39, and 65) to justify polygamy on the backs of 
Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Moses, David, and Solomon. ²Ŝ ŎŀƴΩǘ 
be too hard on Brigham though, because he openly admitted 
that he was not bible literate:

Verses 25 and 26 reveal that one of the main reasons the Lord 
led LehiΩǎ ŦŀƳƛƭȅ out of Jerusalem was so that IŜ ŎƻǳƭŘ άraise 
upέ (lift  up or help to ascend) a righteous seed who would not 
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imitate the evil practices of David and Solomon like many in 
Jerusalem were doing.

And verse 30 is the pivot point of a άchiasmέ that repeats and 
affirms these verses. But in a desperate attempt to find a 
loophole in this otherwise perfectly clear sermon condemning 
the evil practices of David and Solomon, the Brighamite church 
inverts the meaning of verse 30 above by saying that it really 
means this:

Then we have Section 132Ωǎ references to Abraham, Isaac, 
Jacob, and Moses that are not scripturally valid. There is no 
biblical reference to Isaac being married to anyone other than 
Rebekah. How could they make the mistake of including him in 
the list?! And there is no good evidence of Moses being married 
simultaneously to more than one living wife.  
And nowhere does the bible say that God instructed, 
authorized, or justified Abraham or Jacob to take another wife. 
If the biblical account is correct, Sarah, being barren, asked 
Abraham to have a child with her Egyptian handmaid Hagar as a 
surrogate to ensure the posterity God had promised them. 
Sarah later regretted doing this, repented for her disbelief, 
apologized to Abraham, and got his consent to send Hagar and 
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Ishmael away. It was no blessing to Abraham as Brigham called 
it.

If Abraham had begotten more than one son, it kind of ruins 
the obvious analogy to God the Father having sacrificed his only 
begotten son as pointed out in WŀŎƻō пΥр άΧŦƻǊ ǊƛƎƘǘŜƻǳǎƴŜǎǎΣ 
even as it was accounted unto Abraham in the wilderness to be 
obedient unto the commands of God in offering up his son Isaac,

And Jacob (again if the biblical account is correct) was tricked 
by his father-in-law, Laban, into marrying Leah in place of 
Rachelτwhich he justified by citing the custom requiring the 
eldest daughter to be married first. Then he further profited 
from this trickery by requiring Jacob to work another 7 years 
before allowing him to marry his intended Rachel. These may 
be examples of God allowing His future servants to be tried and 
tested, but they are not examples of God commanding or 
sanctioning polygamy in any way. Remember also that all the 
old laws and practices of Abraham and Mosesτeven if they 
really involved some limited form of polygamy based on 
cultural practicesτwere clearly done away with when Christ 
came and fulfilled the law as the final sacrifice.  
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And if Abraham did agree to father a child through a surrogate 
selected and suggested by Sarah, that's not at all the same as 
Brigham taking 56 ever younger brides to satisfy his lustful 
desires. "Bring'em Young" deserved his nickname. He was no 
different than Lamech, Riplakish, King Noah, David, and 
Solomon who were all condemned by God. 
 
In fact, Brigham Young is an exact parallel of wicked King Noah 
in the book of Mosiah. Noah traveled some distance from 
Zarahemla to be outside the reach of the main body of the 
church and replaced all his father Zeniff's priests with those 
willing to take multiple wives and concubines and "live 
riotously" with them. When Abinadi spoke against their 
abominations, he was killed.  
 
Likewise, king Brigham hand-picked his "priests", killed Joseph, 
moved over a thousand miles to be outside the reach of the 
law, and do exactly the same things. They both exploited their 
people with heavy taxes, caused them to sin, and killed the 
prophets and anyone who spoke against them.

D&C 132 not only contradicts the straightforward language of 
D&C 49:16, which declares that a man should have one wife, it 
especially contradicts the 1835 Church proclamation entitled 
άArticle on Marriageέ, which became Section 101 of the 1835 
version of the Doctrine and Covenants and later Section 109 of 
the 1844 version. It was only removed in 1876 when Section 
132 was added. It specifically denounced polygamy declaring 
that all persons married should have only one spouse. It was 
unanimously approved at a Church general assembly (whereas 
132 never was) specifically in response to accusations of 
spiritual wifery being practiced in the Church (because of 
Brigham's secret faction). This Article on Marriage 
confoundedly remained in the Doctrine and Covenants 
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juxtaposed against the new doctrine of polygamy, which it 
completely contradicted, for 41 years until 1876 when Section 
132 was added, and it was finally removed. 
 
The portion of the Article on Marriage relevant to polygamy 
previously contained in the Doctrine and Covenants states: 
 

"Inasmuch as this church of Christ has been reproached with 
the crime of fornication, and polygamy: we declare that we 
believe, that one man should have one wife; and one woman, 
but one husband, except in case of death, when either is at 
liberty to marry again."

Yay for Mormons married in the 
temple! Brigham clearly needed this loophole to cover his litany 
of sins. But this idea is contrary to every Christian teaching, 
especially Mosiah 15:26 and Moroni 10:26; see also 2 Nephi 
9:38, Ezekiel 3:20 and 18:21 and Alma 12:16.  
 
Though the LDS church has understandably shied away from 
affirmatively teaching this doctrine, it has allowed it to remain 
as canonized scripture that contradicts the Bible and Book of 
Mormon.

Alma then clarifies that this first resurrection which takes place 
when Christ is resurrected, is for the just and not the wicked, 
and that it is separate from those who die after Christ. 

 
Alma 40: 
16 And behold, again it hath been spoken, that there is a first 
resurrection, a resurrection of all those who have been, or 
who are, or who shall be, down to the resurrection of 
Christ from the dead. 17 Now we do not suppose that this first 
resurrection, which is spoken of in this manner, can be the 
resurrection of the souls and their consignation to happiness 
or misery. Ye cannot suppose that this is what it meaneth. 18 
Behold, I say unto you, Nay; but it meaneth the reuniting of 
the soul with the body, of those from the days of Adam down 
to the resurrection of Christ. 19 Now, whether the souls and 
the bodies of those of whom has been spoken shall all be 
reunited at once, the wicked as well as the righteous, I do not 
say; let it suffice; that I say that they all come forth; or in other 
words, their resurrection cometh to pass before the 
resurrection of those who die after the resurrection of Christ. 
20 Now, my son, I do not say that their resurrection cometh at 
the resurrection of Christ; but behold, I give it as my opinion, 
that the souls and the bodies are reunited, of the righteous, at 
the resurrection of Christ, and his ascension into heaven. 

 
And Christ affirms that this resurrection did occur according to 
Samuel's prophecy: 
 

3 Nephi 23:9 Verily I say unto you, I commanded my servant 
Samuel, the Lamanite, that he should testify unto this people, 
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that at the day that the Father should glorify his name in me 
that there were many saints who should arise from the dead, 
and should appear unto many, and should minister unto them. 
And he said unto them: Was it not so? 

 
This false doctrine taught by Brigham is affirmed by the church 
today in the Doctrines of the Gospel Teacher Manual:

And it is repeated in many patriarchal blessings: "If you ontinue 
to live righteously and when your life's work is completed, you 
will come forth in the morning of the Resurrection of the Just."  
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!ƴƎŜƭ !ƴƎǎǘ 
Next is the teaching introduced in verses 16-18 that relegates 
those without a temple marriage to the lower status of angels 
in the hereafter even if they are otherwise worthy of the 
celestial kingdom. They are thus destined to minister to the 
superior, exalted gods who were married by Mormon 
priesthood authority. Not only does this teaching contradict all 
Book of Mormon and Bible scriptures relating to the hereafter, 
but it also excludes almost the entire human race.  
 
And as a seeming oversight, Section 132 makes no provision for 
doing marriage sealings for the dead. This oversight wasƴΩǘ 
corrected until a short time later in Mormon historyτthough 
not by any purported revelation from God. To this day, like the 
endowments performed in the temple for the living and the 
dead, the practice of sealing marriages of deceased individuals 
is scripturally unfounded. 
 
Section 132 also contradicts Section 137, where Joseph Smith 
sees his brother Alvin and his parents with God the Father, 
Jesus, Adam, and Abraham in the celestial kingdom of God, and 
marveled, since Alvin had died without being baptized or 
married. He then made clear that our present practice of 
baptizing and sealing for the dead is unnecessary, declaring in 
verses 7-9: 
 

D&C 137:7 Thus came the voice of the Lord unto me, saying: 
All who have died without a knowledge of this gospel, who 
would have received it if they had been permitted to tarry, 
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shall be heirs of the celestial kingdom of God; 8 Also all that 
shall die henceforth without a knowledge of it, who would 
have received it with all their hearts, shall be heirs of that 
kingdom; 9 For I, the Lord, will judge all men according to their 
works, according to the desire of their hearts. 

 
Moroni 8:22-23 also proves that proxy endowments as well as 
baptisms of children are not only unnecessary, but a mockery 
before God: 
 

22 For behold that all little children are alive in Christ, and also 
all they that are without the law. For the power of redemption 
cometh on all them that have no law; wherefore, he that is not 
condemned, or he that is under no condemnation, cannot 
repent; and unto such baptism availeth nothingτ 
23 But it is mockery before God, denying the mercies of Christ, 
and the power of his Holy Spirit, and putting trust in dead 
works.

It's almost unbelievable, at least in hindsight, that good people 
in the church ever considered the plausibility of polygamy being 
from God. Especially since it is the one thing universally 
rejected by an otherwise permissive world that accepts other 
immoral practices like LGBTQ+. 
 
But if common sense, historical practices, and doctrinal issues 
weren't enough, one need look no further than its fruits. It 
simply did not work. It was especially hard on women and their 
children and ultimately on the men as well. Virtually all 
polygamous wives suffered lives of humiliation, sorrow, 
disappointment, loneliness, and poverty after being induced or 
coerced into polygamy. Nearly all struggled emotionally and 
financially. My own grandpa Ellis Wilson was a victim who 
almost never saw his polygamous father because his mother 
was one of his "cast-off" wives after the manifesto.

Any wife who ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ŎƘŜŜǊŦǳƭƭȅ ŎƻƳǇƭȅ ǿŀǎ 
ǎŜǘ ŦǊŜŜΧ ǿƛǘƘ ƴƻ ǎǳǇǇƻǊǘ and nowhere to go and unable to 
take anything with them including their own children. Who 
could abide by such terms? Still, ten of .ǊƛƎƘŀƳΩǎ wives 
divorced him at the peril of their own lives.  
 
And of the 56 polygamous wives sealed to him, 39 bore him no 
children at all. This is because in addition to choosing some for 
άŎƻƘŀōƛǘŀǘƛƻƴέ, Brigham chose others for their skills or 
usefulness as servants. And as with most other Utah 
polygamists who averaged slightly more than 1 child per union, 
Brigham's core harem of 16 concubines bore significantly fewer 
children than the average of 7+ in monogamous unions 
produced at that time.  
 
So, their claim that plural marriage resulted in an increased 
number of children born to believing parents is completely 
false. And, contrary to the claim of a surplus of women in Utah 
needing husbands, both church and census records prove the 
opposite. This was even admitted by Apostle John A Widtsoe:

There was no shortage of qualified men to replenish the earth 
through conventional monogamous marriages. Also, if the 
privileged few were marrying 50+ women like Brigham, that 
would leave a majority of men without any prospects at all. For 
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example, for every 1000 people (500 men and 500 women), 
only 10 men could have 50 wives each leaving 490 men with no 
women at all to marry and therefore no possibility for 
exaltation.

However, the 
lower down in church hierarchy you go, the more you find 
reluctant takers. Some were reluctant because they were 
already happily married and had promised their wives that they 
would never take a plural wife. However, despite such 
promises, many succumbed to Brigham's strong-arm tactics. It 
made the leaders and the church look bad if they were the only 
ones doing it. Plus, Brigham was certainly taking his orders from 
Lucifer whose goal was to corrupt as many as possible.  
 
Competition for brides was dominated by the older men with 
ōƛƎƎŜǊ άƪŜȅǎέ who demanded first pick of new arrivals. The lack 
of supply resulted in them seeking ever younger girls. For 
example, William Howard Perry married 12-year-old Alice 
Stowell. She gave birth to her first child at age 13! How does 
that make you feel? 
 
For the church to characterize the practice of these men as

If it seems strange that the church today accuses Joseph of 
marrying women who were already married, it's again because 
they need to frame Joseph for doing what Brigham and his 
cohorts had already done and were still doing and could no 
longer hide (stealing wives from men already married to them).
